The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, January 14, 2015 at 3:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Lucious Abrams.  Other committee members present were Commissioners Allen DeLaigle and George Deloach.  Also in attendance were EMA Director, Rusty Sanders; Public Works Director, Jesse Burke; Facility Maintenance Director, Loren Barnhart and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  
The Committee discussed a bid for the two new ambulances for the EMA.  The County had received three bids for the purchase.  They are listed below:

Chief Sanders reported that the low bid met all the specs of the county.  Mr. Deloach moved to award the bid to Peach State Ambulance.  Mr. DeLaigle seconded this motion and it passed on a vote of 3 to 0.  
Next the Committee reviewed the bids for replacement of the HVAC system at the jail and Sheriff’s Department.  The bids were opened at the Commissioners meeting the previous night and are listed as follows:

Mr. Barnhart reported that the low bid meets the County’s specs.  Mr. DeLaigle made a motion to award the bid to Air Conditioned Specialist.  Mr. Deloach seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.  
After that the Committee considered a request to purchase two motorgraders for the Road Department.  Mr. Burke reminded the Committee that we had bid out a large and a small motorgrader in November.  He said after studying over the bids for the motorgraders he has come to the conclusion that we need two large motorgraders.  He stated that the money is not much more for the two.  He recommended purchasing one motorgrader from Border Equipment based on their bid of $189,897.00 and one Caterpillar based on the bid from Yancey Brothers at $224,414.00.  The Administrator noted that there is enough budgeted in the TSPLOST and SPLOST III funds to cover the two motorgraders.  Mr. DeLaigle made a motion to issue purchase order to Border Equipment for one motorgrader at a price of $189,897 and another to Yancey Brothers for a motorgrader at a price of $224,414.  Mr. Deloach gave a second to the motion.  It passed on a vote of 3 - 0.  
The only other item of business was to review and sign the invoices for the month December.  All invoices were approved by the Committee for payment.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 4:50 p.m.
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
