BURKE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
REGULAR MEETING
October 13, 2015
The Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Tuesday October 13, 2015 at 6:00 PM at the Burke County Courthouse.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Wayne Crockett.  Those in attendance were Commissioners Lucious Abrams, Allen DeLaigle, George Deloach and Terri Kelly.  County Attorney, Adam Nelson and Administrator Merv Waldrop were also at the meeting.  
The County Administrator gave the invocation for the meeting and then Commissioner Abrams led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance to the United States Flag.

The first item of business for the Board was to consider the minutes of meetings held on September 8th, 9th, 16th, 23rd and October 6th.  Mrs. Kelly made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  Mr. Abrams seconded the motion which was approved on a vote of 5 to 0.  

After that the Board heard from Tommy Ingram who is heading up a project to build a Veterans Ranch in Burke County for disabled veterans.  He told the Board about his vision for the project and the need to assist veterans coming back from the Middle East.  He has identified property on Farmers Bridge Road for the ranch.  He is working on raising funds and plans to have a benefit concert in Augusta next year to get Phase I of the project going.  He is asking for the community to be supportive.  
The Commissioners then heard from Teresa Voss, who asked the Board to put up a four way stop sign at River Road and Hancock Landing Road.  She stated that she lives at 3351 Hancock Landing Road and drives a school bus.  She said the traffic on River Road going to Plant Vogtle is going too fast and is so steady that she can’t cross the road with her school bus.  Because the drivers are not respecting the 45 mph speed limit, she is asking for a four way stop at the intersection.  The issue was referred to the Public Works Department for a recommendation.

This item was also referred to the Finance Committee for review and action.
Then the Board considered renewal of the contract with Moreland Altobelli for consulting services at the County’s landfill and transfer station.  The Administrator noted that they have been doing a great job for us and have kept us in good standing with the EPD since they have been our engineer.  He added that their hourly rates will remain the same as in the last few years.  Mr. Abrams moved to renew the contract with Moreland Altobelli and Associates.  Mr. Deloach gave the second and the motion carried unanimously.

After that the Commissioners reviewed an agreement with the Georgia Association of Conservation District Supervisors.  This agreement commits the Association to pay for half the cost of an employee in the local NRCS Office including benefits.  This year the agreement provides enough funds for retirement and insurance.  Mr. Abrams asked if we could allow them to buy back past time of service.  The Administrator pointed out that this would take a change in the plan documents and now the NRCS does not have the funds to buy back any time and it would have to be offered to all employees who might not have been covered during earlier employment. Mrs. Kelly moved to adopt the agreement with the GACDS.  Mr. Deloach gave the second to the motion which passed on a vote of 5 to 0.  
The Commissioners then considered several positions on the Hospital Authority that have expired.  The Chairman suggested that Dr. Bonnie Jenkins and Connie Rhodes would be great appointees to the authority.  Both have a background in the medical field and would add a lot to the Authority.  Mr. Abrams moved to appoint Connie Rhodes and Dr. Bonnie Jenkins to the Hospital Authority.  Mrs. Kelly seconded the motion.  It was approved unanimously.

After that the Board discussed several expiring terms on the Development Authority.  The Administrator stated that he contacted the incumbents and they were all willing to serve another term.  Mr. Deloach moved to reappoint Dub Harper, Billy Hopper and Dr. Lamar Murray to another four year term on the Development Authority.  Mr. DeLaigle seconded the motion and it passed with all in favor.

The next item of business was to fill several positions on the Planning Commission that have expired terms.  Joe Montgomery and Bill Lively both have expired terms.  The Administrator pointed out that the custom of the Board is for each Commissioner to nominate someone to fill the position representing their district with the whole Board approving the appointment.  Mr. Lively is from district 3 and Mr. Montgomery is from district 5.  Chairman Crockett stated that he would like to see Bill Lively reappointed to serve District 3.  Mr. Deloach added that he wanted to see Mr. Montgomery continue for another term as well.  Mr. Abrams moved to reappoint Joe Montgomery and Bill Lively to the Planning Commission.  Mr. Deloach gave the second to the motion, which passed 5 to 0.  
The Board considered an expiring term on the Department of Family and Children’s advisory board.  They were not ready to make an appointment so the position on the DFCS Board was tabled until next month.

After that the Commissioners considered a resolution appointing representatives to the CSRA Unified Development Authority.  The resolution listed Jessica Hood, Executive Director of the Development Authority of Burke County and Ashley Roberts, Director of the Burke County Chamber of Commerce as Burke County’s representatives on the UDA.  Mr. Abrams moved to adopt the resolution appointing Ms. Hood and Mrs. Roberts to the CSRA Unified Development Authority.  Mrs. Kelly seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
The next agenda item was a request to make a temporary part time secretary at the EMA into a permanent position.  The Administrator reported that Chief Sanders wants to give up a vacant firefighter positon to be able to keep the part time clerk.  Mr. Abrams moved to allow Chief Sanders to keep a part time secretary and give up a firefighter position.  Mrs. Kelly seconded the motion.  It passed with all voting in favor.
The Board then considered a contract with the Georgia DOT for funding for Burke Transit for FY 16.   The DOT agrees to provide up to $100,312 in reimbursements for half of our expenses not covered by contracts. These funds are needed to help us keep Burke Transit in operation added the Administrator.  Mrs. Kelly moved to authorize the Chairman to execute the contract on behalf of the County.  Mr. Abrams made the second.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.
After that the Administrator informed the Board that the DOT requires a resolution that authorizes staff to apply for operating funds for Burke Transit for FY 17.  This is to make sure that the governing authority is on board before the DOT commits funds to the project.  Mr. Abrams made a motion to adopt the resolution authorizing the staff to apply for operating funds from the Georgia DOT.  Mrs. Kelly gave the second and the motion passed 5 to 0.    
The next item of business was to consider renewal of the MOU with GEMA for the use of a shelter trailer by the County’s Emergency Management Agency.  The agreement calls for GEMA to continue to provide and supply a trailer with the items needed to open a shelter in the event of an emergency.  The County agrees to use the equipment and supplies only for the purpose of an emergency shelter.  Chief Sanders pointed out that this is the first renewal of the original agreement approved last year.  Fortunately we have not had to use it he added.  Mr. Abrams made a motion to approve the MOU with the Georgia Emergency Management Agency for the use of a shelter supply trailer.  Mrs. Kelly made the second and the motion was approved on a vote of 5 to 0.  
The Board then reviewed a request from Chief Sanders to fill a part time driver position at Burke Transit.  A driver left several months ago and they tried to cover the schedule without adding anyone to the payroll.  The rural transit system soon found out that it could not meet all its obligations without fill the position.  The Administrator noted that the funds for the position are in the budget.  Mrs. Kelly moved to authorize Burke Transit to advertise and fill the vacant Part Time Driver position.  Mr. Abrams made the second.  The motion carried with all voting in favor.  
Next the Recreation Director, Rolene Rowell requested that the Board authorize her to fill a vacant receptionist position.  Her current receptionist has resigned recently.  Mr. Abrams made a motion to authorize the Recreation Department to fill the vacant receptionist position.  Mr. Deloach seconded the motion and it was approved unanimously.

The last item on the agenda was the confirmation of the appointment of Leah Carter Chambers as Museum Director.  Mr. Deloach moved to confirm the appointment of Mrs. Chambers as our Museum Director.  Mr. Abrams seconded the motion and it was approved unanimously.   
Ron Reed was signed up to speak to the Board.  He asked them to level his road to get rid of the ponding on Middleground Road.  He disputed what the Road Department was doing by their recent seal coat on the road.  Public Works Director, Jesse Burke, stated that the road needs leveling but it also needed a seal coat first.  They will come back next spring and bring in the leveling course.  Mr. Reed was not satisfied.  
After that, Luther Patterson asked the Board to pave Williams Circle.  The Administrator explained the process and asked Mr. Patterson to talk to his neighbors about donating right of way for the road.

Mr. Burke reported that the Road Department was finishing up resurfacing on 33 miles of roads this week.  
Scott Lee, Building Official, reported that they are working on new buildings and issuing citations on trash and dumpster violations.

Jessica Hood thanked the Board for their support of the Development Authority and for reappointing the Board members.  She reminded them that the Authority wanted their input on the online survey.  

Chief Sanders reported that things are going fine with the EMA.

Michael Wiseman, Finance Director, reported that he is busy closing out the old fiscal year and getting the new one started.

Being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 7:17 PM.
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
