December 9, 2015
The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, December 9, 2015 at 3:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Lucious Abrams.  Others present were Commissioners Allen DeLaigle and George Deloach.  Also in attendance were Public Works Director Jesse Burke; Road Superintendent, Paul Burke; Chief Appraiser, Phillip Wren and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  
The Committee first considered the bids for a new excavator for the Road Department.  This item was tabled at last month’s meeting to allow the Road Department to try out the equipment and investigate the track record of the Case Excavator.  The bids are listed here:

The Public Works Director stated that the low bid did not meet the specs and he still had reservations about going with the Case machine from Border Equipment.  He stated that his preference was for the John Deere excavator from Flint Equipment Company.  Representatives from Border Equipment were onsite and disputed that there are problems with their equipment.  Mr. Burke was insistent that he would not be satisfied with a Case excavator.  Mr. DeLaigle moved to award the bid to Flint Equipment at $166,631.  Mr. Deloach seconded the motion and it passed with all three in favor.
After that, the Committee addressed the bids for a paint striping truck for the Road Department.  The bids were opened at the previous night’s meeting and are listed here:
