AIRPORT COMMITTEE
February 19, 2014
The Airport Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday February 19, 2014 at 5:00 PM in the Commissioners Conference Room at the Burke County Courthouse.  The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman, Lucious Abrams.  Also in attendance were Commissioners Deloach and Kelly.  County Administrator Merv Waldrop was also at the meeting.  
The first item of business was consideration of the bids for the rehab and resurfacing of the runway and tie down areas at the Airport.  The bids were opened at the Regular Commissioners Meeting last week and are listed here:

The Administrator reported that the Airport Engineer had reviewed the bids and that all met the specs.  He added that the low bidder has recently done other paving work for the County and everyone has been satisfied with the quality of their work.  Mr. Deloach moved to award the bid to the low bidder, Reeves Construction Company for both the schedule 1 and schedule 2 work.  The Administrator pointed out that the DOT has come up with enough funds to cover all but 5% of the project including both schedules.  Our share would be $22,000 roughly and can come from SPLOST or the TSPLOST.  Mrs. Kelly gave the second to the motion and it passed unanimously. 
Next the Committee discussed the lease agreements with the airplane owners using the airport.  The Administrator noted that we are beginning to get some cooperation from several of the owners but that others have ignored the County’s letters and want to continue to use the facility for free.  The FAA and the State of Georgia will not allow us to continue to give away services and property of the Airport paid for by state and federal funds.  Two of the plane owners have now agreed to sign leases.  He said he believed that the rest would follow soon.
The Committee discussed the 5 year Capital Improvements Plan and offered no changes to the 2015 plan.  They did say that they might change some priorities for 2016 and following to make a fuel farm a priority and to build some hangars.

The Committee directed the staff to contact the owner of the house at the east end of the runway and bring back information concerning the purchase of the property.  This would remove obstructions from that end of the runway and provide areas for hangars in the future.

Being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 5:24 PM.
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
