BURKE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
CALLED MEETING
February 23, 2017
The Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Thursday, February 23, 2017 at 4:30 PM in the Commissioners Meeting Room at the Burke County Courthouse.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen DeLaigle.  Also in attendance were Commissioners Abrams, Deloach, Kelly and Martin. Chief Deputy Sheriff, Lewis Blanchard and Administrator Merv Waldrop were at the meeting as well.   
The only item on the agenda was to discuss Ordinance 17-05, which amended the Code of Ordinances by adding a section providing for Disorderly Conduct and other offenses.  The Administrator explained that this ordinance comes at the request of the Sheriff’s Department and noted that the Magistrates Court had recently been working on a similar proposal as well.  He stated that it is a collaboration of the Sheriff’s Department, State Court, Magistrates Court, the Solicitor’s Office and the County Attorney.  The final version is one that meets with each offices approval.  

Chief Blanchard explained that this will give an officer another tool to work with rather than to arrest an individual that needs a wake-up call instead of a permanent arrest record.  

Mrs. Kelly had several questions about the definitions and how the ordinance would be applied.  Chief Blanchard answered all questions to the satisfaction of the Commissioners.  He added that the ordinance would be applied to those 17 and up.  The Juvenile Court would deal with the minors under 17.  

After all questions had been answered, Mr. Martin moved to adopt Ordinance 17-05 on First Reading.  Mr. Deloach seconded the motion and it carried on a vote of 5 to 0. 

Being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 5:13 PM.
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
