FINANCE COMMITTEE

March 15, 2017
The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, March 15, 2017 at 3:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Lucious Abrams.  Others present were Commissioners George Deloach and Evans Martin.  Also in attendance were Sheriff Alfonzo Williams, Chief Deputy, Lewis Blanchard, Building Official, Scott Lee and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  
The first item on the agenda was to review the bids for the purchase of a pickup truck for the Planning Commission.  The County only had one bidder respond.  Mizell Ford offered a V8 long wheel base at $25,959.00 and a V6 short wheel base at $24,238.00.  The specs had called for a V6 engine and a long wheel base which is not offered by Ford.  Mr. Lee stated that he would be satisfied with the V6 engine.  Mr. Mizell noted that he offered skid plates as an option for another $160 and recommended them since this truck would be on a lot of back roads.  Mr. Martin moved to award the bid to Mizell Ford for the V6 truck with the skid plates.  Mr. Deloach seconded the motion and it carried 3 to 0.
Next the Commissioners reviewed bids for the purchase of culvert pipe and bands for the Road Department.  There was only one bid received for this purchase and that coming from Cherokee Culvert Company.  Their bids for the pipe are listed below:

Mr. Deloach moved to accept the bid from Cherokee Culvert.  Mr. Martin seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
Following that, the Committee considered the bids for the replacement of the ceiling tile at the Office Park.  Ciccio Construction gave the only bid on this project.  It came in at $35,725.00.  Mr. Martin made a motion to award the project to Ciccio.  Mr. Deloach seconded the motion.  It was approved with all in favor.
After that the Committee discussed a request from the Sheriff’s Department to amend the PO’s issued last month to Gerald Jones Ford and Mizell Ford for a number of vehicles.  Subsequent to the meeting, the Sheriff’s staff found that they could save a considerable amount if they purchased the emergency equipment separately rather than as a package as it was bid.  Tim West of West Warning Systems objected to the change.  He said the work would go to West Chatham after he did the work to put together the specs.  The Administrator noted that the County has only given a commitment to Mizell Ford and Gerald Jones Ford; if they were in agreement to amend the PO then we would be fine.  Chief Deputy Lewis Blanchard stated that both dealers were fine with the switch.  William Mizell was at the meeting and offered his reservations.  He added that he has been bidding on County equipment for 25 years and this has been the most haphazard and complicated one yet.  He noted that the items being received are not the ones that were bid.  Chief Blanchard stated that the change would save the County $19,808.  Mr. Mizell stated that he was concerned that this might come back on him if he did not deliver the equipment that was required in the bid spec.  He did not want to be held responsible.  In the end, the Commissioners stated that they did not intend on forcing the Sheriff to use a vendor that he didn’t want to use.  The following table shows the PO numbers, current amount and the requested revised PO amount.

Mr. Deloach moved to change the PO’s for the Sheriff’s vehicles as requested.  Mr. Martin seconded the motion and it passed 3 to 0.  
After that the Committee discussed the purchase of a transport vehicle for the Jail.  The Sheriff’s Department got quotes on a new car and wanted to use the Sheriff’s Commissary Fund for the purchase.  The Administrator explained that the Board had some concerns about using this fund for the purchase of a car.  In the meantime the Sheriff’s Department took possession of the vehicle and brought it back to the County before obtaining a Purchase Order or approval from the Commissioners.  The Administrator explained that the Sheriff’s Department followed procedure in getting quotes but they should not have gotten the car without getting the PO first.  The Commissioners realizing that they had little at this point.  Mr. Martin moved to issue the PO for the purchase of a transport vehicle for the Jail from Brannen Ford.  Mr. Deloach seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
The only other item of business was to review and sign the invoices for the month February.  All invoices were approved by the Committee for payment.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 5:05 p.m.
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
