AIRPORT COMMITTEE
May 9, 2017
The Airport Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Tuesday, May 9, 2017 at 5:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Terri Kelly. Committee Members George Deloach and Evans Martin were also present at the meeting.  Also in attendance were Commissioner Allen DeLaigle; Airport Consultants Tim Fredlund and Amanda Hill as well as County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  
First the Committee discussed the latest requirements of the Georgia DOT Aviation Program.  It was noted by the consultants that the FAA has placed a big emphasis on safety and the elimination of obstructions.  They noted that the Board has a project under design to remove obstructions at the Burke County Airport.  During the review of plans the DOT noticed that the plans are inconsistent with our approved Airport Layout Plan.  The Consultants reported that the DOT wants the County to update its ALP before going any further.  Our last draft update was done in 2004 but not approved by the FAA.  They will pick up on the draft and work with the Airport Committee to revise the Airport Layout Plan.  The cost for the project is $42,902.  The DOT will reimburse 95% of the cost of the plan.  
The consultants wanted to explain the process to the Committee before it came up on the Commissioners Agenda tonight.  

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 5:46 p.m.
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
