June 14, 2017
The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, June 14, 2017 at 4:15 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Lucious Abrams.  Others present were Commissioners Terri Kelly and Evans Martin.  EMA Director, Rusty Sanders and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop were also in attendance.
The first item on the agenda was to review the bids for the purchase of a 15 passenger bus for the Recreation Department.  The bids were received at the Regular Commissioners meeting the previous night.  They are listed below:

The Recreation Director had sent a memo explaining that the low bid from the Bus Center met the specs but had an odd seating arrangement.  She was recommending that the bid be awarded to Alliance Bus Group at $46,658.00.  There was some concern about whether a 15 passenger bus would require drivers to have CDL’s.  It was noted that should this be the case, we would need to have at least two drivers with the CDL.  Mr. Martin moved to purchase the bus from Alliance Bus Group at $46,658.  Mrs. Kelly gave the second and the motion carried by a 3 to 0 margin.  

After that the Board heard from EMA Director, Rusty Sanders, who was requesting permission to advertise and fill a vacant 911 dispatcher position.  He noted that one of his dispatchers had left to go take a job as a convenience store clerk.  He suggested that we look at our starting salaries for dispatchers and firefighters.  He added that the recent increases in pay for the Sheriff’s deputies had resulted in a morale problem in his department.  After some discussion on the issue, Mr. Martin moved to authorize Chief Sanders to advertise and fill the vacant dispatcher position.  Mrs. Kelly seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.   
The Committee then reviewed and signed the invoices for the month May.  All invoices were approved by the Committee for payment.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 6:05 p.m.
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
