FINANCE COMMITTEE

July 12, 2017
The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, June 14, 2017 at 4:15 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Lucious Abrams.  Others present were Commissioners George Deloach and Evans Martin.  EMA Director, Rusty Sanders and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop were also in attendance.
The first item on the agenda was to review the bids for the purchase of a supply van for the EMA.  The only bid was from William Mizell Ford at $27,998.64.  Chief Sanders noted that the bid meets the spec.  However, he noted that Mr. Mizell had offered an option of a limited slip rear end differential.  This adds $325 to the cost.  Chief Sanders also recommended that we purchase extra keys at a cost of $75.00.  Mr. Martin moved to award the bid to Mizell Ford with the two options totaling $28,398.64.  Mr. Deloach seconded the motion.  It passed with all three voting in favor.  
The next item of business was to consider the bids for the purchase of 2 Class A Fire Pumpers.  Chief Sanders reported that the only bid met all the specs.  Fireline’s bid was $509,212 for both trucks.  Mr. Martin made a motion to award the bid for the firetrucks to Fireline.  Mr. Deloach seconded the motion.  It was approved unanimously.    

The Committee then reviewed and signed the invoices for the month June.  All invoices were approved by the Committee for payment.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 5:05 p.m.
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
