AIRPORT COMMITTEE
July 13, 2017
The Airport Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Tuesday, July 13, 2017 at 5:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Terri Kelly. Committee Members George Deloach and Evans Martin were also present at the meeting.  Also in attendance were Airport Consultants Tim Fredlund and Amanda Hill as well as County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  
First the Committee discussed the Land Acquisition and Obstruction Removal project.  Mr. Fredlund stated that they were looking at breaking the project into two components, north of the runway and south of the runway.  The southern project would be delayed by having to obtain right of way needed to relocate the road.  It was also noted that this may require more right of way because of a change in the FAA rules.  They added that they will get the EPD approval on the north side project so our Road Department can get started soon moving dirt.  The Administrator expressed his desire to do this work in the fall once the paving season was over.  The project plans will be approved by the DOT and EPD soon then we can get started on the obstruction clearance.  
Next the Committee discussed the Airport Layout Plan.  It was noted that that DOT has approved of the cost to prepare the ALP.  That means they will send us a contract soon.  
The Administrator requested the Committee to consider approval of a task order for Pond & Company.  This task order is for preparation of the ALP at a cost of $42,902.  This amount has been approved by the DOT.  The County’s share of this would be $2,902.  The rest of the cost would be funded by the FAA and the DOT.  Mr. Deloach moved to approve Task Order #2 for Pond & Company at $42,902.  Mr. Martin seconded the motion and it passed by a 3 to 0 vote.  
After that the considered a request from the DOT for a letter of intent to proceed with the Obstruction Removal and Land Acquisition project.  Mr. Deloach moved to authorize staff to prepare a letter to send to DOT expressing our intent to proceed.  Mr. Martin offered the second and the motion carried unanimously.
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 5:15 p.m.
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
