The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, August 9, 2017 at 4:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Lucious Abrams.  Others present were Commissioners George Deloach and Evans Martin.  EMA Director, Rusty Sanders and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop were also in attendance.
The first item on the agenda was to review the bids for the purchase of two ambulance units.  The Board had opened bids at the meeting on the night before and they are listed here:

Chief Sanders reported that he had reviewed both bid packages and that Fesco meets the specs.  His only concern was that they wanted 10% up front.  The Commissioners discussed the matter and wanted to remind Fesco that they would likely be doing business with us for many years so they may want to reconsider their policy.  The consensus was to pay the down payment this time but not in the future.  Chief Sanders stated that he would discuss the matter with the company and suggest that they waive the upfront fee.  Mr. Deloach moved to accept the low bid on the purchase of the two ambulances.  Mr. Martin gave the second and the motion carried unanimously.  

The Committee discussed the cost of training EMA students and agreed to put money in the budget to cover the cost of school for new firefighters and EMT’s.  
Mr. Martin brought up that he thought the County vehicles should be marked.  The rest of the Committee members agreed.  The Administrator stated that he would get the word to the departments if there was no objection from the Board.  

The Committee then reviewed and signed the invoices for the month July.  All invoices were approved by the Committee for payment.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 5:23 p.m.
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
