BURKE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
BUDGET WORKSESSION
August 14, 2017
The Burke County Board of Commissioners met for a Budget Worksession on Monday, August 14, 2017 at 6:00 PM in the Commissioners Meeting Room at the Burke County Courthouse.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen DeLaigle.  In attendance were Commissioners Abrams, Deloach, Kelly and Martin.  Also present was County Administrator Merv Waldrop.   
The Commissioners went down the list of items that were unresolved budget issues compiled by the Administrator from the last few weeks worksessions.  They agreed by consensus to add the three additional jailers, to increase the appropriation to the hospital to $2,865,000, to the several changes requested at the Recreation Department and to add new IT and Maintenance workers to the Facility Maintenance budgets.  The did not approve the new IT Director position.  They agreed to the funding requests for the Magistrates Court in upgrading salaries.  The Board did not agree to move the Code Enforcement back under the Magistrates Court.  They agreed to a requested new position at the Solicitor’s Office and to split Spay and Neuter Funds three ways as in the 2017 budget.  They agreed to provide funds for an experimental dumpster site with a set of rolloff containers.  This site is to be unmanned.  
There were a few remaining issues and questions from the Board.  They agreed to resume their deliberations next week on Monday August 28th at 6:00 PM.  
Being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 8:33 PM.
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
