Action on this maintenance contract was referred to the Finance Committee upon review by the Facility Maintenance Director.  
After that the Commissioners considered a petition from a number of residents in Morris Village to put up a trash collection site on County owned property on Stripp Lane near Hwy 24.  The Administrator explained that the Commissioners have had dumpsters there in the past but took them up.  Lisa Greiner addressed the Board expressing her opposition to putting the dumpsters there.  She noted that it would be near her property.  She had concerns about contamination of her well and the odor.  Denise Golden also spoke in opposition to the site.  She noted that this is a matter of quality of life versus convenience.  Several gentlemen stated that they wanted to see the dumpsters on that site.  Commissioner Abrams stated that he had been to the area and suggested that we look for another site away from residences.  He added that there is a lot of vacant land on Thompson Bridge Road.  James Morris suggested that the County contact Frank Bevan about buying or leasing some land from a timber company in the area.  Commissioner Martin suggested that we don’t need to add any more dumpster sites.  Mr. Abrams pointed out that we have budgeted money to build a consolidated site with roll-off containers.  The Administrator was directed to write letters to property owners in the area to find a suitable site.  
The Board then considered several appointments to the Development Authority.  The Administrator explained that terms for four members will be expiring at the end of September.  One member, Cam Parker is moving and will need to be replaced.  Authority members Preston Conner, Lindsay Gentry and Clint Meeks are all interested in serving another term on the Board.   Mrs. Kelly moved to appoint Suzanne Sharkey, Clint Meeks, Preston Conner and Lindsay Gentry to fill the expiring terms on the Development Authority.  Mr. Martin seconded the motion which passed with all five voting in favor.
The next item of business was a budget amendment recognizing donations for the purchase of body armor for the Sheriff’s Department.  The County has received $1500 in additional funds and the budget would need to be amended to appropriate the funds for the equipment.  Mr. Martin moved to approve the budget amendment to recognize the donations for the body armor.  Mr. Abrams seconded the motion.  It was approved on a vote of 5 to 0.  
The Commissioners then considered a budget amendment at the request of the Sheriff to move $161,880 from the Sheriff’s Office Salaries line item to cover various line items in the Sheriff’s Department and Detention Center budgets.  The Administrator noted that because this moves funds from salaries and from one department to another it will require approval by the Board of Commissioners.  Mr. Abrams moved to adopt the proposed budget amendment.  Mrs. Kelly made the second and the motion passed unanimously.  
After that the Board considered a budget amendment that appropriates an additional $300,000 to the Hospital Authority to assist them with cash flow issues due to credentialing of the new ER doctors.  It has taken a while to get the new team credentialed with Medicaid, Medicare and private pay insurance providers.  This is caused a delay in being paid for services rendered.  The Board offered to use a portion of the county’s contingency for a one-time appropriation to help with the shortfall.  Mr. Abrams moved to adopt the budget amendment subject that the Authority implemented a policy to have two board members review the invoices before they are paid.  Mrs. Kelly seconded the motion.  It was approved on a vote of 5 to 0.   
The Commissioners then turned their attention to a proposal from the Family Y of Greater Augusta to go in on a joint venture with the County, Georgia Power, Oglethorpe Power and Dalton Utilities to build a Fitness Center with pool and water park in Waynesboro.  Under the proposal the Y would build a facility on 11 acres owned by the County.  The construction would be financed by $3,000,000 from the County and $715,000 from the other partners.  The County’s share would come from SPLOST ($2,000,000) and the General Fund.  Some of the County’s contribution can be in kind in grading the site.  The Board has met with the Y and discussed operations of the facility.  It was agreed that the Family Y would manage the facility and cover all operating expenses from membership fees.  Maintenance of the building and grounds would be the responsibility of the County.  Commissioner Abrams expressed his support for the project stating that this will be an incentive to improve wellness of our employees.  Commissioner Kelly stated that she also supported the project.  Mr. Abrams made a motion to move forward with YMCA Community Center project subject that it be operated by the Family Y.  Mrs. Kelly gave the second and the motion carried with all voting in favor.
Next on the agenda was a utility relocation agreement with Georgia Power.  The agreement is needed to get the power poles moved on Johnson Road.  The County is in the middle of construction on this road near Sardis.  It will cost the County $48,739 to have Georgia Power relocate the power poles.  Mr. Abrams moved to approve the agreement.  Mrs. Kelly seconded the motion.  It was approved on a unanimous vote.  
The Board then considered renewal of an agreement with the Georgia Association of Conservation Districts to fund and employee at the NRCS Office in Waynesboro.  Under the agreement the County will pay the Clerk I position through our payroll.  The GACD will reimburse the County quarterly for the actual costs of the salary and benefits for the position. Mr. Abrams pointed out that this position and the NRCS Office brings in millions of dollars to the local economy.  Mr. Abrams then moved to renew the partnership with the GACD.  Mr. Martin gave the second.  The motion carried on a vote of 5 to 0.  
After that the Commissioners reviewed a request from the Development Authority to approve a resolution supporting this issuance of Pollution Control Bonds for Oglethorpe Power in the amount of $500,000,000.  The Administrator noted that this is to refinance an older bond issue. Oglethorpe can get a better rate and tax exempt status on the bonds by going through the Development Authority. This resolution gives the approval to proceed.  Mr. Martin made a motion to adopt the resolution authorizing the bond issue for Oglethorpe Power.  Mr. Abrams seconded the motion and it passed with all voting in favor.    
The next item of business was a request from the Library Director for permission to fill a vacant position.  The Administrator stated that a Student Aide had left to go to college.  She is asking to fill that vacancy.  Mrs. Kelly moved to authorize the Library Director to fill the vacant Student Aide position.  Mr. Abrams offered to second the motion.  It was approved on a unanimous vote.
The Board then turned its attention to a vacant position at the Vehicle Maintenance Shop.  The County’s Paint and Body Technician position is currently vacant.  The Vehicle Maintenance Director requested permission to fill the vacancy.  Mr. Martin made the motion to authorize staff to advertise and fill the vacant position.  Mr. Deloach seconded the motion which passed 5 to 0. 
Next the Commissioners considered naming a voting delegate for the ACCG Legislative Leadership Conference in October.  Mr. Abrams moved to name George Deloach as the County’s voting delegate for the ACCG Business Session.  Mr. Martin seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.  
After that the Board reviewed a surplus property list submitted by the Administrator.  He explained that this is a list of vehicles, equipment and furniture that have been replaced during the past fiscal year.  In order for the County to dispose of this property it needs to be declared surplus by the Board and then either auctioned off or sold via sealed bid.  He added that we have gotten the best results by using an online auction service.  Mr. Martin made a motion to declare the list to be surplus property and to authorize staff to dispose of it by online auction.  Mr. Deloach made the second.  The motion was approved with all in favor.

The Administrator then requested the Board’s confirmation of the appointment of Peter Williams as the County’ Animal Services Director.  He stated that Mr. Williams comes to us from Montgomery County, Maryland with 19 years of experience in the field.  He will be moving from Maryland and if approved will start by the end of October.  Mr. Abrams moved to confirm the appointment of Peter Williams as Animal Services Director.  Mr. Martin gave the second and the motion passed with unanimous support.  

The next item of business was a budget amendment requested by the Sheriff’s Office related to Hurricane Irma.  The request was to move $20,000 from salaries to small equipment.  Mr. Deloach made a motion to approve this budget amendment for the Sheriff’s Office.  Mr. Abrams seconded the motion and it was approved 5 to 0.  

The final item to address was acceptance of a grant from the Georgia Emergency Management & Homeland Security Agency.  The grant is to provide funds to prepare an update to the County’s Pre-Disaster Hazard Mitigation Plan.  The approved cost is $28,000 with FEMA funds covering $21,000 and the County matching with in kind services of $7,000.  The Regional Commission has agreed to prepare the plan for us at a cost of $21,000 with our participation in the project to achieve the match.  Mr. Deloach moved to accept the grant and to authorize the CSRA Regional Commission to prepare the plan on the County’s behalf.  Mrs. Kelly offered the second and the motion carried with all in favor.   
Jesse Burke, Public Works Director stated that they working on grading on Johnson Road.  We have completed 15 miles of resurfacing this summer.  He added that we have gotten all the roads cleared of trees from the Hurricane and commended his crews and the EMA and Sheriff’s Department.  He noted that we are still having a terrible time with trash and the abuse of the county’s dumpsters.  He said that it is worse near the Richmond and Jefferson County lines. This initiated a discussion about increasing fines, increasing enforcement and providing more options for disposal of large items.  Mr. Abrams noted that we have put money in the budget for a roll off site and this may help with the disposal of trash.  Mrs. Kelly suggested a worksession on the topic.    

Next, EMA Director, Chief Sanders reported that they have been very busy with Hurricane Irma.  He commended the Road Department, Sheriff’s Department and his staff for working some long hours the last few days dealing with the storm as well as the influx of evacuees from the coast.  He noted that we had over 500 reports in a 12-hour period. We were fortunate and got the job done safely, he added.   

Finance Director, Michael Wiseman, reported that we are closing out FY17 and getting ready to start a new fiscal year.  This means lots of payroll changes and closing PO’s as well as issuing new PO’s for the new year.  

Ralph Hankerson, Solid Waste Director, gave a report stating that his crews have been working hard to deal with trash backing up.  The landfill in Savannah has been closed for several days and we cannot get a truck in to haul the waste out.  We have a mountain of trash but we are coping with it.  
Economic Development Director, Jessica Hood, state that activity remains steady.  We are working several leads currently.  She added that she really appreciated the Board appointing a new member so quickly.  

Library Director, Gwen Jackson, reported that they are working with the Greater Clarks Hill Regional Library to upgrade the PINES System.  She added that the auditorium use has been very busy.
Lavern Sello, Supervisor of Elections, stated that she is busy working on the City of Waynesboro elections this fall.  
Recreation Director, Rolene Rowell, reported that everything is having to be rescheduled due to the hurricane.  Soccer starts this Saturday and we are hosting a soccer jamboree on October 14th.  
Hospital Administrator, Thomas Steiner, reported that a CFO has been hired.  Jerry Pickett will be starting this week as Finance Officer for the Burke Medical Center.
Sheriff Williams thanked everyone for the support from his colleagues during the hurricane this week.  Chief Deputy Blanchard gave a report on the activity of the Sheriff’s Office during the past month.  He noted that the community had donated four trailer loads of supplies that were sent to Texas for Hurricane Harvey flood victims.  He added that they have been working traffic in the area around Plant Vogtle on River Road, Hwy 56 and Hwy 23 to get people to slow down.  There were 531 traffic stops last month, 14 drug arrests.  He noted that the Jail has 119 housed currently.  He further reported that the traffic was tremendous during the evacuation days ahead of Hurricane Irma.  We had two serious accidents during those days. We had 60 downed trees in County roads during the storm. 

Mr. Vernon Jordan, thanked everyone for the response during the hurricane.  He also asked about the status of William Tinley Road.  The Administrator reported that the appraisals have been completed and that the Attorney would be preparing to go to court now.  
Being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 8:24 PM.
