BURKE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
CALLED MEETING
September 20, 2017
The Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, September 20, 2017 at 6:00 p.m. in the Commissioners Meeting Room.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen DeLaigle.  Commissioners Terri Kelly, George Deloach, Lucious Abrams, Jr., and Evans Martin were present.  Also in attendance was Merv Waldrop, County Administrator.  
The first item on the agenda was a Public Hearing on the Fiscal Year 2018 Budget.  The Administrator gave a brief overview of the budget.  There was no comment from the public.  After a few minutes Mr. Deloach moved to close the public hearing.  Mr. Martin seconded the motion and it passed with all five in favor.
Next the Board dealt with two FY 18 last minute budget requests.  First they considered a request from Judge Wimberly to set his supplement at a rate that put him at 90% of the Sheriff’s salary.  The Board had previously increased his pay by adding a supplement of $9400.  The Board discussed the issue and then Mr. Deloach moved to keep the Magistrate’s supplement as is.  Mr. Abrams seconded this motion.  It carried unanimously. 

After that, the Commissioners considered a request from the Public Works Director to move a light equipment offer up several steps in the pay scale.  The Administrator explained that the change was filling a vacancy left by a recent resignation.  Mr. Burke stated that the employee is a great worker and keeps the crew motivated.  Mr. Abrams moved to move Robert Wimberly from 7-D up to 7-J.  Mrs. Kelly gave the second and the motion was approved on a vote of 5 to 0.

The Administrator asked the Board for permission to begin issuing PO’s on the new budget.  Mr. Martin moved to let the staff go active with the FY 18 Budget.  Mr. Abrams gave a second.  The motion passed with all in favor.
The Board then considered bids for a new patrol car for the Sheriff’s Department.  The bids were opened at last week’s meeting but action was delayed until today.  The bids are as follows:

The Administrator noted that the low bidder is qualified to provide the service.  They have a good reputation in the region even though we have not done business with them.  The $34,000 difference in the two year totals is hard to overlook.  He added that if the service is not up to par it will show up in the first couple of months.  Mr. Deloach made a motion to award the contract to Augusta Chiller.  Mr. Abrams gave the second and the motion passed with all in favor.
The next item of business was a request from the Vehicle Maintenance Director to fill a recently vacated Mechanic II position at the Shop.  Mrs. Kelly moved to authorize staff to advertise and fill the vacant position.  Mr. Abrams seconded the motion.  It was approved on a unanimous vote.
The Board then considered a year end budget amendment for the Sheriff’s Department.  The measure moves funds from the Sheriff’s line item for salaries to various line items in the Jail budget to cover shortfalls.  Mr. Abrams made a motion to approve the budget amendment.  Mrs. Kelly offered a second.  The motion carried with all in favor.

After that the DAR requested that the Board approve a resolution proclaiming September 17 to 23 as Constitution Week in Burke County in honor of the 230th anniversary of the drafting of the US Constitution.  Mr. Abrams moved to adopt the proclamation and Mrs. Kelly seconded.  The motion passed on a 5-0 vote.

Mr. Martin asked the Board to go into executive session to discuss a personnel matter.  Mr. Abrams made a motion to go into executive session.  Mr. Martin seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
After their discussion concluded and no action taken, Mr. Abrams moved to come out of executive session and to authorize the Chairman to sign an affidavit on behalf of the Commissioners.  Mr. Martin offered to second the motion and it was approved without opposition.  

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 7:29 p.m.
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
