BURKE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
CALLED MEETING
September 27, 2017
The Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, September 27, 2017 at 6:00 p.m. in the Commissioners Meeting Room.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen DeLaigle.  Commissioners Terri Kelly, George Deloach, Lucious Abrams, Jr., and Evans Martin were present.  Also in attendance was Merv Waldrop, County Administrator.  
The first item on the agenda was adoption of the FY 18 Budget.  The Administrator noted that the Board has worked for over three months on the budget and is ready to adopt a balanced budget that will not require an increase in the tax millage rate.  Mr. Martin moved to adopt the Budget Resolution.  Mrs. Kelly seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.  
Next the Board opened bids for installation of a new well to replace one that has gone dry at the Munnerlyn EMA station.  There was only one bid and that was from Tommy Rowell Well Drilling at $35,000.  The Commissioners discussed whether this was too high or not.  They asked if other drillers had been contacted.  The Administrator stated that his staff had tried to get more bids and that he had personally called two drillers himself.  One declined to bid and the other stated that he did not carry the required workers comp insurance.  Mr. Abrams then moved to award the bid to Tommy Rowell Well Drilling. Reluctantly Mr. Martin seconded the motion.  It passed with all five voting in favor. 

The Administrator asked the Board for permission to advertise and fill the new positions approved in the new budget.  Mr. Abrams moved to let the staff fill the various new positions.  Mr. Kelly gave a second.  The motion passed without opposition.
The Board then discussed the proposed Cobb Road paving project.  The Administrator reported that the right of way has been surveyed but that the owner of Magruder Farm was not in favor of the alignment using the existing road bed.  She wanted the County to cut a new road along her property line from the Cobbtown Community to Hwy 305.  The Board discussed the issues and options available to the Board.  The consensus of the Board was to let the Road Department look at the proposed alternate route to see if it was feasible.  No action was taken on the issue.
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 6:26 p.m.
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
