AIRPORT COMMITTEE
October 10, 2017
The Airport Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Tuesday, October 10, 2017 at 5:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Terri Kelly. Committee Members George Deloach and Evans Martin were also present at the meeting.  Also in attendance were Airport Consultants Tim Fredlund and Amanda Hill as well as County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  
First the Committee discussed the Airport Layout Plan. The plan is being revised to include an introduction and an inventory of existing facilities and conditions.  It will also include a forecast of future improvements and conditions.  The plan will show a runway extension and fuel service as well as better circulation in the terminal area.  The County’s consultants suggested including AWAS and t-hangars in the plan.  The Committee discussed abandoning McMaster Road in order to alleviate an obstruction.    
Next the Committee discussed the Five Year Capital Improvements Program.  This needs to be submitted by the end of December.  It was suggested that the priorities be installation of a fuel farm, adding AWAS weather system and security fencing.  
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 5:55 p.m.
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
