November 15, 2017
The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Friday, November 15, 2017 at 4:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Lucious Abrams.  Others present were Commissioners George Deloach and Evans Martin. Major Robbie Belle; Chief Deputy Lewis Blanchard; Public Works Director, Jesse Burke; Road Superintendent, Paul Burke; Vehicle Maintenance Director, Dale Gingery and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop were also in attendance.
First the Board reviewed the bids for the purchase of a new Right of Way Spray Truck for the Road Department.  The bids for this truck came in as follows:
