AIRPORT COMMITTEE
November 20, 2017
The Airport Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Monday, November 20, 2017 at 5:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Terri Kelly. Committee Members George Deloach and Evans Martin were also present at the meeting.  Also in attendance was County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  
First the Committee discussed the Five Year Capital Improvements Program.  The plan was revised by Pond & Company staff based on discussions with the Airport Committee in the past.  The first year’s priority is to remove obstructions around the runway and airport.  This includes closing of McMaster Road adjacent to the Airport and acquiring property for the AWOS weather system.  The first year will also include developing a design for fencing and fuel facilities.
The Second year of the plan calls for installation of AWOS, phase 1 of the perimeter fence and installation of fuel facilities.

FY 20 will include phase 2 of the perimeter fencing project.  

The plan for FY 21 is to design the runway extension, taxiways and apron expansion.

In FY 22 the plan calls for permitting and wetland mitigation and construction of phase 1 of the runway extension (grading & drainage work).

The fifth year of the plan FY 23 will conclude with Phase 2 of the runway extension (paving and lighting) and then design of a terminal building.

After discussing the plan, Mr. Martin moved to adopt the Five Year CIP for the Airport as presented.  Mr. Deloach seconded the motion and it carried with all three in favor.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 5:45 p.m.
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
