The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, December 13, 2017 at 4:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Lucious Abrams.  Others present were Commissioners George Deloach and Evans Martin. Major Robbie Belle; Chief Deputy Lewis Blanchard; Public Works Director, Jesse Burke; Road Superintendent, Paul Burke; Vehicle Maintenance Director, Dale Gingery and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop were also in attendance.
First the Board reviewed the bids for the purchase of a new van for the Facility Maintenance Department.  The bids for the van came in as follows:

The bid from Wade Ford didn’t meet the specs as requested.  Commissioner Martin then moved to award the bid to Mizell Ford.  Mr. Deloach seconded the motion and it carried on a vote of 3 to 0.  
The Board then addressed the bids for renovations to the Transfer Station at the Landfill.  The bids are listed below:

This item was tabled until the architects had a chance to review the bids and vet the contractors.

Next the Commissioners reviewed the proposals for architectural services associated with developing plans for renovation of the Health Department. There was only one proposal for this work.  Carter Watkins and Associates offered to provide the service for $41,520.00.  Mr. Martin moved to award the project to Carter Watkins.  Mr. Deloach gave the second to the motion.  It passed with all three in favor.

After that the Committee heard from Chief Deputy Blanchard and Major Bell.  They asked the Board to authorize the purchase of two F-150 XLT pickup trucks Allen Vigil Ford and one SUV 3.5-liter engine from Wade Ford based on the bids opened last month.  Mr. Martin moved to authorize the purchase.  Mr. Deloach seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.    
Finally, the Committee reviewed the bills for the month of November.  All invoices were approved for payment.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 5:15 p.m.
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
