The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, March 14, 2018 at 4:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room.  The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Lucious Abrams, Jr at 4:04 p.m.  Other Committee Members present were Commissioners George Deloach and Evans Martin.  Also in attendance were Chief Rusty Sanders, EMA Director, Chief Lewis Blanchard, Sheriff’s Office, Peter Williams, Animal Services Director, William Mizell, Mizell Ford, and Michael Wiseman, Finance Director.  
The first item on the agenda for the Committee was to award a bid for an SUV for the EMA Department.  The bids were as follows:

After considering the 1% in-County vendor preference, the low bidder was Mizell Ford’s alternate bid.  Commissioner Deloach offered a motion to award the bid to Mizell Ford with Commissioner Martin seconding.  The motion carried unanimously 3-0.

The next item on the agenda was a bid for a pickup truck for the Animal Services Department.  The bids received were:

After reviewing the specifications of the bids, it was noted by Peter Williams, Animal Services Director, that Wade Ford’s bid did not meet specifications.  This was confirmed with Dale Gingery, Vehicle Maintenance Director.  There being no further questions, Commissioner Martin moved that the next lowest bid from Mizell Ford be selected which Commissioner Deloach seconded.  The motion passed unanimously 3-0.  William Mizell asked the Committee if they would like to add additional items to the vehicle as a separate purchase.  The items were limited slip at $470.00, a skid plate for $160.00, and a power package for $1,170.00.  After some discussion, it was the consensus of the Committee as well as Mr. Williams that these items would be beneficial and Mr. Wiseman informed Mr. Mizell that the items would be added to the purchase order as separate line items for the stated prices.
Next, the Committee recognized Chief Lewis Blanchard of the Sheriff’s Office.  Chief Blanchard requested the purchase of a replacement police car for one that was totaled and the insurance proceeds of the depreciated value had already been received.  Bids had been received in September 2017 with the low bid of $25,142.00 from Wade Ford.  Commissioner Martin made a motion to purchase a Taurus Interceptor Sedan from Mizell Ford for $25,142.00 conditionally upon Mr. Mizell accepting this pricing after reviewing the specifications of the vehicle and available incentives from Ford, in essence providing the local vendor 1% preference of the purchase price.  If Mizell Ford declines the pricing, the purchase order will be issued to Wade Ford.  Commissioner Deloach seconded the motion and it passed 3-0.
The next item on the agenda was a request authorizing staff to open a bank account for SPLOST IV.  The account will be a checking account with nominal balances since the investment portion will be at Georgia Fund 1 approved by the full Commission previously.  Mr. Wiseman recommended opening the account at Queensborough Bank since this local bank currently has fewer accounts than the others.  Commissioner Martin made a motion to open the checking account for SPLOST IV at Queensborough Bank and Mr. Deloach seconded. The motion passed unanimously 3-0.
The final item on the agenda for the Committee was to review and sign invoices for the month.   All invoices were approved by the Committee for payment.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 5:35 p.m.
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
