PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE
April 11, 2018
The Public Works Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, April 11, 2017 at 2:00 p.m. in the Commissioners Conference Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman George Deloach. Committee Members, Lucious Abrams and Evans Martin were also present at the meeting.  Also in attendance were Public Works Director, Jesse Burke; Road Superintendent, Paul Burke; Solid Waste Director, Judy Allen and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  
First, the Committee discussed the Small Projects list.  Emmett and Ceresa Hines were at the meeting asking the Board to pave their road Manderson Circle.  The Committee agreed to move Manderson Circle and Duckhead Road up to 2 and 3 on the priority list.  These are the road construction projects that will not require additional right of way and can be done with minimal clearing and grading.  Lawson Road and Utley Road were moved up in the list to be done alongside of Persimmon Lane, Nelson Lane and Lula Lane.  They also added First McCanaan Church Road and a portion of Rocky Creek Church Road to the paving list.  The top five priorities for the year are listed here:

1 Rosedale Road/Sandy Branch Rd

2 Duckhead Road

3 Manderson Circle

4 Lawson Road

5 Utley Road

Next, the Committee reviewed Large Projects list for road construction.  They discussed each road on the large projects list.  It was noted that the condemnation papers for William Tinley Road were filed today.  Mr. Martin asked to move Walnut Street up to be a higher priority. Mr. Abrams suggested that Perkins Mill Road would get a lot of use if it was paved because it is a direct route from Keysville to Waynesboro.  Ivey Place, Wyatt Place, Old Louisville and Larisey Lane were all added to the priority list.  The top five roads on the large projects construction list are:
1 William Tinley Road (north from Gay Road to the Little New York Rd)

2 William Tinley Road (south from Gay Road to past the houses)

3 Hancock Landing Road
4 Walnut Street

5 Perkins Mill Road

These would be the priorities for the Road Department for the coming year.
The Committee then talked about a driveway complaint on Bates Road.  Mr. Burke assured the committee that it will be handled.

Next the Committee talked about the LMIG projects for the coming year.  Paul Burke presented the projects that they have requested for funding.  These are resurfacing of River Road, Jack DeLaigle Road and Herndon Road.  They are all heavily traveled and can use the leveling that comes with asphalt resurfacing.  
The Administrator updated the Committee on the Request for Proposals for solid waste hauling and disposal services.  He noted that the RFP is open to several options including disposal at Richmond County or any other approved landfill.  The proposals are due on May 8th.  The contract with Waste Management expires in October he added.  

Judy Allen updated the Committee on the renovation project for the Transfer Station building.  She also reported that the engineers are working on the closure plan and permit.  This must be complete before we can apply for a permit to build a new C&D landfill.
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 3:06 p.m.
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
