The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, July 18, 2018 at 2:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Allen DeLaigle. Other Committee Members present were Commissioners George Deloach and Evans Martin.  Also in attendance were HR Director, Renee Milligan and Merv Waldrop, County Administrator.  
The first item on the agenda was to review the bids for the replacement of the HVAC equipment at EMA Station #9 in Munnerlyn.  The bid results are as follows:

The Board noted that the low bid on the paint did not provide the glass beads needed.  The next lowest bid with a price for all items is Allstates Coating Company.  Mr. Martin moved to award the bid to Allstates.  Mr. Deloach seconded the motion and it carried with all voting in favor.  
The next item on the agenda was a discussion of an invoice from the Sheriff’s Office for the payment of retirement benefits through POAB.  The HR Director and Administrator expressed some concerns about an additional retirement benefit being offered to some employees without the approval of the Board of Commissioners.  The Administrator stated that his concern is that this will set a precedent that will require us to pay for additional benefits for other departments.  He noted that there was not a request to add another benefit but only a PO submitted for “dues” and then an invoice submitted for payment for an annuity for 32 employees.  The HR Director was concerned that this will create an additional benefit to be kept up with through the years and also that we will be expected to pay additional benefits for employees in other departments.  In this proposal, the tax payers pay the benefit.  She suggested that it might be best handled as an additional payroll deduction.  The Commissioners had more questions about the invoice and decided to table it until the whole Board can address the issue.  They agreed to take it up at their called meeting on August 29. 
The final item on the agenda for the Committee was to review and sign invoices for the month.   All invoices were approved by the Committee for payment.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 3:06 p.m.
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
