The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, January 9, 2019 at 4:30 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Lucious Abrams. Other Committee Members present were Commissioners George Deloach and Evans Martin.  Also in attendance were Nicee Long of the CSRA Regional Commission, County Extension Agent, Peyton Sapp and Merv Waldrop, County Administrator.  
The first item on the agenda was to review the bids for a mini-bus for the County Extension Service. The bids were opened at the previous night’s meeting and are listed here:
