BURKE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
REGULAR MEETING
January 22, 2019
The Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Tuesday, January 22, 2019 at 4:00 PM in the Commissioners Meeting Room at the Burke County Courthouse.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaigle.  Also in attendance were Commissioners Deloach, Kelly and Martin.  Animal Services Director, Chad Parrish and County Administrator Merv Waldrop were at the meeting as well. 
First the Board considered a request for a purchase order for Gerald Jones Ford for two Police Pursuit Vehicles at $48,000 each.  Mr. Martin moved to authorize the issuance of a PO to Gerald Jones Ford for two Police Pursuit Utility Vehicles at $48,000 each.  Mrs. Kelly gave the second and the motion carried 4 to 0.
Next the Board reviewed the proposed Animal Control Regulations.  Mr. Abrams arrived for this portion of the meeting. State Court Judge, Jackson Cox, offered his comments on the regulations.  He suggested that we consider not being too heavy handed which would then burden the courts with minor neighbor disputes.  He suggested that we deal with the agreed upon problems of dangerous dogs and animals in packs.  The Administrator and Animal Services Director, Chad Parrish, continued to go through the ordinance paragraph by paragraph to make sure the Commissioners understood what was being proposed.  They made some suggestions to improve the regulations.  The discussion got through about two thirds of the regulations so the Board elected to schedule another worksession for Tuesday February 5th at 6:00 PM.     
Being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 6:15 PM.
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
