AIRPORT COMMITTEE

February 13, 2019
The Airport Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, February 13, 2019 at 5:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman George Deloach. Other Committee Members present were Commissioners Terri Lodge Kelly and Evans Martin.  Also in attendance were Christine Schultz, Pond & Company; Amanda Hill of MaesAwyr, LLC; Tim Fredlund of MaesAwyr and Merv Waldrop, County Administrator.  Also in attendance were Commissioner Lucious Abrams as well as airport tenants Chris Collins and Robbie McMillan.  
The first item on the agenda was to review the Runway Extension Project.  Christine Schultz noted that the contract with the DOT had been approved by the Board last night after a long time working on the details.  We are still waiting on the EPD and Corps of Engineers permits to be able to work on the west end.  But she added that we can start work on the east end soon.  We will hold a preconstruction meeting with the contractor next week.  Phase I will require a brief closure of the airport to repaint to limit access to 2000’ during the construction.  Robbie McMillan asked about a potential ag use waiver.  The pilots will be notified of the construction staging and invited to the preconstruction meeting.
The next Amanda Hill gave an update on the Airport Layout Plan.  She went over the plan in detail and it shows projects for 10 to 20 years in the future.  The Administrator noted that we cannot get approval for our obstruction clearance or any other projects until we have an updated and approved ALP.  The plan shows a 5000 foot runway coming in the next year with future expansion on both the east and west ends to provide a 6000 foot runway ultimately.  The plan calls for a fuel facility, an AWOS weather system, hangars for rental to the public, a parallel taxiway along the north side, a new terminal and perimeter fencing.  The plan will show the land acquisition needed for the County to control all the runway protection zones and areas that must be clear of obstructions. Ms. Hill stated that they will finish with the plan in the next week or two.  Ms. Schultz stated that Pond wanted to review it before the Airport Committee adopted the plan.  The tentative schedule is to have the plan ready for adoption by March 12th.  
Next the Committee discussed the status of the Disadvantaged Business Enterprises plan update.  Ms. Schultz stated that a subcontractor has been hired and the plan should be complete by June.  

After that, the Committee discussed the Obstruction Clearance Project.  The Administrator reported that we had an inspection last week.  The report has not been received but there is concern with McMaster Road being used even though it is officially closed.  There is also an issue with pine trees and power poles along the south side of the runway.  Ms. Schultz stated that once the ALP is approved, it will take 1 to 2 months to finish the design for the obstruction removal to be able to go to DOT for funding.
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 6:22 p.m.
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
