BURKE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
CALLED MEETING
February 20, 2019
The Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Tuesday, February 20, 2019 at 4:00 PM in the Commissioners Meeting Room at the Burke County Courthouse.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaigle.  Also in attendance were Commissioners Deloach, Kelly and Martin.  Chief Deputy, Lewis Blanchard; Vehicle Maintenance Director, Dale Gingery; Public Works Director, Jesse Burke; Road Superintendent, Paul Burke and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop were at the meeting as well. 
First the Board opened bids for the purchase of two police pursuit vehicles.  Bids were received from two dealers and are listed below:

The staff was given time to review the bids before being awarded.
After that the Commissioners opened bids for the purchase of a truck for the Solid Waste Collection crew to replace the one that had been totaled in a recent accident.  Only one bid was received and that was from Waynesboro Chrysler Dodge at $48,456.  This was given to the Vehicle Maintenance staff to review before being awarded.
Next the Board considered a budget amendment for the Sheriff’s Commissary fund to recognize additional balance forward and to appropriate it for equipment.  The Commissioners also reviewed a budget amendment for the Drug Fund that recognized additional forfeiture revenue and appropriated it for equipment.  Mrs. Kelly moved to adopt both of the budget amendments.  Mr. Martin gave the second and the motion passed with all in favor.  
The Board then heard from the Chief Deputy regarding the bids for the pursuit vehicles.  He recommended going with the low bid.  Mr. Deloach then moved to award the bid for the purchase of two PUV’s to Wade Ford at $30,205 each.  Mrs. Kelly seconded the motion and it carried 4 to 0.
Then the Commissioners heard the recommendation from the Vehicle Maintenance Director regarding the bid for the truck.  He stated that the bid meets the specs.  Mr. Martin then moved to award the purchase of the truck to Waynesboro Chrysler Dodge at $48,456.  Mrs. Kelly offered to second the motion.  It passed with all four in favor.  

Being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 4:35 PM.
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
