FINANCE COMMITTEE

March 13, 2019
The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, March 13, 2019 at 4:30 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Lucious Abrams. Other Committee Members present were Commissioners George Deloach and Evans Martin.  Also in attendance were EMA Director, Rusty Sanders and Merv Waldrop, County Administrator.  
The first item on the agenda was to review the bids for the purchase of two new pumper trucks for the EMA.  Bids were received from only one firm.  Fireline bid of $276,729 each or $553,458 for the pair of trucks.  Chief Sanders reported that the bid meets the NFPA standards for Class A fire pumpers.  Mr. Deloach then moved to award the bid to Fireline.  Mr. Martin seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
Next the Committee opened bids for the installation of a new 6” well for the Munnerlyn Fire Station.  Only one bid was received.  Tommy Rowell Well Drilling bid $29,500 for the well.  Mr. Deloach moved to award the bid to Rowell Well Drilling.  Mr. Martin seconded the motion.  It passed on a vote of 3 to 0.  
The next item on the agenda was review of the bids for the installation of a new roof at the Office Park.  The bids were opened at the Board’s regular meeting on the previous evening.  The bids are shown as follows:

The Administrator read a statement from Facility Maintenance Director saying that the low bid meets specs and has done work for us in the past.  Mr. Martin moved to award the bid to Thomson Roofing.  Mr. Deloach gave the second and the motion was approved with all in favor.
Next the Committee reviewed the bids for the purchase of additional furnishings for the Probate Court and Jury Assembly Room at the Judicial Center.  The only bid received was from Weinberger’s Furniture in Augusta.  They gave a bid of $78,399.18.  Mr. Deloach moved to award the bid to Weinberger’s Furniture.  Mr. Martin made the second.  The motion passed without opposition.

The Commissioners then reviewed the bids for moving services for the Judicial Center move.  The Administrator noted that one bid was in the County’s mailbox before the deadline but not in hand.  The Committee agreed to include this bid for consideration.  With the bid from United Moving Systems included, the totals for the moving services are listed below:

The Administrator pointed out that the low bidder has experience in moving several courthouses into new judicial centers.  Mr. Martin moved to award the bid to Jack Walsh Movers.  Mr. Deloach gave the second and the motion carried unanimously.  
The Administrator reported to the Finance Committee that a private bank account for a foundation for the Sheriff’s Department has been opened up using the County’s tax id  number.  He added that the auditor brought it to his attention this week.  The Committee instructed the Administrator to discuss with the Sheriff the problem of opening up accounts for which the County will be held responsible without seeking permission first.  

The final item on the agenda for the Committee was to review and sign invoices for the month.   All invoices were approved by the Committee for payment.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 6:30 p.m.
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
