BURKE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE
March 19, 2019
The Public Works Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Tuesday, March 19, 2019 at 5:06 p.m. in the Commissioners Meeting Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman George Deloach. Committee Members, Lucious Abrams and Evans Martin were also present at the meeting.  Also in attendance were Commissioner Terri Lodge Kelly, Public Works Director, Jesse Burke; Road Superintendent, Paul Burke; Vehicle Maintenance Director, Dale Gingery; Judy Allen, Solid Waste Director; and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  
First, the Committee discussed bids for the purchase of steel wheeled roller.  Britton Boatwright of Flint Equipment stated that no one meets all the specs for this roller but the issue was that no one can meet specs anymore given the Federal regulations on engines.  It was noted that there were three bids on this purchase.

Mr. Martin moved to award the bid to Flint Equipment as they are the low bid.  Mrs. Kelly seconded the motion and it passed on a vote of 4 to 0.

Next the Committee reviewed the bids for the purchase of a pneumatic roller.  There were three bids on this item as well and they are listed below:

The Flint dealer stated that he didn’t see how Reynolds Warren can meet the weight requirement at the bid that they submitted.  The Administrator stated that they will be expected to stand by their bid, meeting specs at the price of $79,548.  Mr. Martin moved to award the bid to the low bidder, Reynolds Warren.  Mr. Abrams seconded the motion and it carried 4 to 0.  

After that the Board discussed a request from the Planning Commission to take over the maintenance on Dalton Drive.  The Administrator explained that the owner must be willing to deed the right of way to the County.  Further he stated that the County’s policy is for a road to be paved and have at least a 60 foot right of way before the Board will accept it.  We have other subdivision developers who abided buy the county’s ordinances, paved their roads and deeded them to the County. The consensus of the Commissioners was to table this until the owner of the roads gives the right of way to the County.
Next the Commissioners discussed major road paving projects.  They agreed to change the scope on the Cobb Road project to run from Cobbtown south to Bark Camp Church Road and then out to Hwy 305.

The consensus was to leave the major projects priority list the same.  They didn’t want to remove Hancock Landing Road until Chairman DeLaigle can meet with Doug Rhodes to see if the property owners would give all the right of way on the north side of the road.  The Administrator reported that the final parcel for the right of way for William Tinley Road North would be obtained this week with a court hearing.  He suggested that clearing and grading can be done this summer.  He added that we will start work on the survey and obtaining right of way for William Tinely south next.  
They agreed to keep the small projects list in the same priority.  Mr. Burke stated that he could probably do Rosedale Road this summer but that the water lines in Manderson Circle and Duckhead Road were going to be a problem.  
The Committee then talked about a drive to the cemetery and Rock Creek Church.  This comes off of Rocky Creek Church Road which is on the priority list.  Mr. Abrams asked if this drive can be done while the road is being paved.  After some discussion between the Commissioners.  Mr. Abrams moved to take the paving down Rock Creek Cemetery drive.  Mrs. Kelly seconded the motion.  It passed with Commissioners Abrams, Deloach and Kelly in favor and Commissioner Martin voting against. 
Next the Committee talked about the LMIG projects for the coming year.  Paul Burke presented the projects that they have requested for funding.  These are resurfacing of Scotts Store Road, Magruder Road and Springhill Church Road.  They are all heavily traveled and can use the leveling that comes with asphalt resurfacing.  
The Road Superintendent presented the proposed resurfacing list for the summer.  It includes 29 miles of roads around the county that will be resurfaced by county forces.
Judy Allen updated the Committee on the renovation project for the Transfer Station building.  She also reported that the engineers are working on the closure plan and permit.  This must be complete before we can apply for a permit to build a new C&D landfill.  We have applied for the minor modifications to the permit to make the repairs to the Transfer Station but we need to get approval for our closure of the original landfill.  This requires moving soil to low spots and get a stand of grass growing.  

The Public Works Director noted that we need a new pan to do work at the landfill and on road construction projects.  He was encouraged to put this in his next budget request.

Next the Committee discussed an offer to accept 22 acres of property adjacent to the landfill.  Mr. Robbie Bell recently purchased a larger tract, but the 30 acres is cut off from the main parcel by power lines and much of it is in a creek bottom.  He is willing to donate the land to the County to get a tax write off.  The Administrator suggested that this will add additional buffer around the landfill.  The Commissioners asked Mr. Burke to go out and look at the parcel to determine if it will be in our interest to accept the donation.

Finally, the Committee asked about the progress on the new fuel system.  Dale Gingery reported that MECO has been very slow at finishing the project.  It was awarded to them last February.  MECO is blaming the delay on their subcontractors.  

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 6.39 p.m.
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
