The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, May 15, 2019 at 4:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Lucious Abrams. Other Committee Members present were Commissioners George Deloach and Evans Martin.  Also in attendance were Facilities Maintenance Director, Loren Barnhart; Public Works Director, Jesse Burke; Road Superintendent, Paul Burke; and Merv Waldrop, County Administrator.  
The first item on the agenda was to review the bids for the LMIG Resurfacing Program for 2019. The bids were received by the Board at the regular meeting the previous night and are listed here:
