BURKE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
CALLED MEETING
May 30, 2019
The Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Thursday, May 30, 2019 at 6:00 PM in the Commissioners Meeting Room at the Burke County Courthouse.  The meeting was called to order by Vice-Chairman Terri Kelly.  Also in attendance were Commissioners Abrams, Deloach and Martin.  Airport Consultant, Christine Schultz, County Attorney and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop were at the meeting as well. 
First the Board opened bids for the construction of a taxiway at the county airport.  Bids were submitted from three firms and they are listed below:

Action on these bids was referred to the Airport Committee which was scheduled to meet on Monday June 3rd after review by the County’s Airport Consultant.
After that Mr. Abrams moved to go into Executive Session to discuss one legal matter and one personnel matter.  Mr. Martin seconded the motion and it passed on vote of 4 to 0.  

Once the discussion concluded, Mr. Abrams moved to go back into regular session. Mr. Martin seconded the motion and it carried 4 to 0.  

Mr. Martin then moved to authorize the Vice-Chairman to execute an affidavit on behalf of the Board.  Mr. Abrams gave the second and the motion carried unanimously.
Based on the Board’s discussion during the executive session, Mr. Martin made a motion to raise the Administrator’s salary to $140,000 annually.  Mr. Abrams seconded that motion and it passed with all four voting in favor.

Next Mr. Abrams made a motion to change the Administrator’s title to County Manager and to direct the County Attorney to bring back an amendment to reflect the change in the Code of Ordinances.  Mr. Martin offered to second this motion.  It carried on a vote of 4 to 0.  
Then Mr. Abrams moved to authorize the County Manager to hire an Assistant Manager or County Clerk at a salary up to $70,000.   Mr. Deloach seconded this motion.  It passed with all in favor.  

After that Mr. Martin made a motion to allow the County Manager to hire an Administrative Assistant at up to $30,000.  Mr. Abrams gave the second and the motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Martin then made a motion to instruct the County Attorney to draw up an ordinance giving the County Manager authority to hire and fire employees and department heads with an appeal to the Board of Commissioners. Mr. Abrams seconded that motion.  It passed with all four voting in favor.  
Mr. Deloach then made a motion to adjourn.  Mr. Martin seconded the motion and the meeting was adjourned at 7:20 PM with all in favor.
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
