BURKE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

REGULAR MEETING

December 10, 2019

The Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Tuesday, December 10, 2019 at 6:00 PM in the Commissioners Meeting Room at the Burke County Courthouse.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Terri Lodge Kelly.  Commissioners Abrams, Deloach, Nix and Martin along with County Attorney, Barry Fleming and County Manager Merv Waldrop were also in attendance.

The County Manager gave the invocation for the meeting and Commissioner Deloach led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance to the United States Flag.

Chairman Kelly stated the agenda needed to be amended to consider a request from the Recreation department to fill a vacancy due to a retiring employee.  Commissioner Nix initiated the motion to amend the agenda and Commissioner Deloach seconded.  Motion passed 5-0 to add the request.   

Next, Mr. Abrams motioned for approval of the minutes from the November 12th, 13th, and 20th meetings.  Mr. Nix seconded for approval and motion was passed 5-0.

The Commissioners began by calling on Rev. Eugene Beverly of the 2nd McCanaan Baptist Church to discuss the condition of McCanaan Church Road.  Rev. Beverly was not present; however, Manager Waldrop briefed the commissioners of Rev. Beverly’s concerns with the road drainage and safety issues. It was suggested that Jesse Burke, Road Department, arrange to visit the site, along with Manager Waldrop, and to consider gravel.  Commissioner Nix concurred that the road needs gravel.  Upon Rev. Beverly’s arrival, he was updated on the discussion and in turn requested he be notified when Burke and Waldrop go to McCanaan Church Road.

The next several items of business were bid openings for Road Department equipment.  The bids are as follows and were referred to the Finance Committee for review at a later date, after equipment specifications could be verified by Mr. Burke.  

The first bid opened was for a 30,000 Drive-On Lift w/ Center Jack.  There was one bid submitted from Advanced Professional in the amount of $33,798.98.

The next item on the agenda was a request from the Coroner’s office to name Bonnie Powell as Assistant Coroner.  The Commission took no action on this item, stating this needed to be addressed during the budget session.

Next, the Solicitor General requested a salary increase due to and increase in case load and court time.  The Commission, again, took no action explaining the request needed to be addressed during the budget sessions.

The Commission then considered a request from Chief Sanders, EMA, to fill seven (7) vacant positions that were previously approved.  He will start them as a class of students in January and as they obtain certifications, move to AEMT/Firefighters.  Mr. Abrams made the motion to allow the EMA to fill the vacancies requested and Mr. Nix made the second.  Motion passed 5-0.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Next, the Commission considered filling the vacant Maintenance Manager’s position at the Recreation Department.  Commissioner Nix motioned to approve filling of the position with Commissioner Abrams making the second.  Motion passed 5-0.

Next on the agenda was the approval of a farm lease by Chris Collins of 22 acres at the Airport.  The DOT has encouraged the County to formalize the agreement for the lease.  The lease term is 5 years but has the ability to terminate early if needed.  Mr. Martin motioned to approve the lease with Mr. Abrams making the second.  Motion passed 5-0.

The Board then considered the Adoption of a Resolution Naming a County Legislative Coordinator.  The ACCG requests each county name a Commissioner / Staff member as Coordinator to be knowledgeable of legislation.  Commissioner Deloach has been the past Coordinator and is happy to continue.  Mr. Martin motioned to adopt the Resolution naming Commissioner George Deloach as the County Legislative Coordinator and Mr. Abrams seconded the motion.  Motion passed 5-0.

The Board then considered the Adoption of a Resolution authorizing staff to open as account for TSPLOST revenue with GA Fund I.  This account would offer higher yields than the current money market account.  Mr. Deloach motioned to adopt the Resolution with Mr. Nix making the second.  Motion passed 5-0.

The next item on the agenda for the Board’s consideration was the filling of two (2) expiring positions on the Library Board.  Kaye Jones and Rebecca Hickman are the incumbents and are eligible for appointment to another 3-year term.  Mr. Nix motioned for Ms. Jones and Ms. Hickman be reappointed and Mr. Martin seconded.  Motion was passed 5-0.

The Board then addressed a Resolution to fill two (2) positions on the Unified Development Authority.  Ms. Ashley Roberts term expires December 31, 2019 and there is a currently a vacant position from the Development Authority.  Mr. Deloach motioned to re-appoint Ashley Roberts for another 2-year terms and to appoint Molly Olson to fill the remainder of the vacant position’s term.  Mr. Nix made the second and the motion passed 5-0.

The Board then heard from Ms. Ruby Carter.  Ms. Carter was requesting an update on the paving of Glisson Road.  Mr. Waldrop stated Public Works would be meeting in January / February to reprioritize the paving list, where Glisson Road is currently #14.  Mr. Waldrop recommended Ms. Carter keep in touch with her commissioner. 
Mr. Jordan then addressed the Commissioner’s in regard to the Old William Tinley Road – South project.  Mr. Waldrop informed Mr. Jordan there has been some issues in receiving some Right-of-Way deeds and advised he may want to contact Paul Burke, Road Department regarding this.  Mr. Jordan also requested that a dead tree be removed on Gay Road.

Mr. Rensieabell Cobb addressed the Board concerning Cobb Road and the issues with receiving the Right-Of-Ways from a few residents.  Commissioner Abrams stated there are procedures in which the County is required to follow in these matters and that they were working on them.

Jesse Burke, Road Department, stated his department continues to be busy with the Tinley Road project, installing drains for new homes, and building road shoulders on the resurfacing projects.  He stated trash removal remains heavy, however it is improving now that the trucks are operational.  Commissioner Nix asked if they had any plans for the upcoming holiday trash removal.  Mr. Burke responded that dumpsters will be emptied prior to the holiday and full crews will be out after the holiday to get it removed as quickly as possible.

Brandon Hargrove gave the update for the Hospital Authority.  He continues to see an increase in the number of inpatient stays, ER and rural healthcare office visits.  Mr. Hargrove stated they will have several announcements in the coming weeks on partnerships, joint ventures and expanded healthcare delivery that will bring added physicians/specialists, services and financial growth to the hospital.  A venture with Medical Associates Plus to jointly operate the rural health clinic to transform it into a federally qualified health clinic will begin on January 1, 2020 and will bring new physicians, assistants, mental health and women’s services as well as be able to become a pharmacy provider.  Mr. Hargrove they continue to bring a high performing management team to Burke Medical with the addition of Robin Cole, who is assisting in fully executing the Georgia Rural Heart Tax Credit Program.

 Chief Sanders, EMA, updated the Commission on the radio antennae.  They are waiting on the FCC licensing in order to move the radio from Lover’s Lane site to new antenna site.  Chief Sanders stated their call volume is increasing and units are being kept busy.

Redetta Smith, Clerk of Court, stated they are the sole owner of traffic citations and all citations are now paid through the Clerk’s office and they are now accepting credit card payments.  Ms. Smith also stated the Clerk’s office now has their own conference room which holds about 20 people.

Gwendolyn Jackson, Library Manager, gave an update on the activities at the Library.  Ms. Jackson stated the Waynesboro location now has 8 I-pads that can be checked out with a library card, story time attendance is increasing, and circulation has increased.  Ms. Jackson stated the Library is decorated for Santa’s visit on December 20th from 1pm – 3pm for pictures and holiday related activities.  Chairman Kelly stated the Waynesboro library will be the focal point for the 2020 Census and library staff will be available to assist and answer any questions the public may have.  Ruby Carter stated they will be an event at the Ice Plant on January 7, 2020 for recruitment and there will be a Census Job Fair on January 9, 2020 at the library.



Being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 7:52 PM.
