The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, December 11, 2019 at 4:30 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Lucious Abrams. Other Committee Members present were Commissioners George Deloach and Evans Martin.  Also in attendance were Chief Deputy, Lewis Blanchard; Adam Flakes, Assistant County Manager and Merv Waldrop, County Manager.  

The first item on the agenda was to consider a request from the Sheriff’s Office for the purchase of three new Police Pursuit SUV’s from Brannen Motor 
Company based on bids received in September.  The request stated that they wanted to buy one from the Sheriff’s Commissions Fund, one from the Housing Authority Grant and one partially from the Housing Authority Grant and the balance from SPLOST IV funds.  The Manager and Commissioners expressed some concern about using the Commissary money for a new vehicle.  It was suggested to report this concern to the Sheriff but purchase the vehicles from SPLOST and Housing Authority funds.  Mr. Martin made a motion to authorize the purchase of three SUV’s from Brannen Motor Company at $34,600 each.  Mr. Deloach seconded the motion.  It passed 3-0.

The final item on the agenda for the Committee was to review and sign invoices for the month of November.   All invoices were approved by the Committee.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 5:15 p.m.
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
