The meeting was called to order by Chairman Lucious Abrams. Other Committee members present were Commissioners George Deloach and Evans Martin.  Also, in attendance were Tommy Nix, Commissioner, Jesse Burke, Paul Burke and Dale Gingery, Road / Vehicle Maintenance Dept Adam Flakes, Assistant County Manager and Merv Waldrop, County Manager.
