CALLED MEETING

April 1, 2020


[bookmark: _Hlk25245541]The Burke County Board of Commissioners held a teleconference from the County Manager’s office on Wednesday, April 1, 2020 at 2:00 PM to provide an Update on Burke County’s Response to Coronavirus.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Terri Lodge Kelly.  Also, in attendance were Commissioners Abrams, Martin, Deloach and Nix, County Manager Merv Waldrop and County Attorney Barry Fleming.

The Commission considered the Adoption of Emergency Resolution Imposing Shelter in Place Ordinance which would be effective April 2 ,2020 at 12:00 am thru April 14, 2020 at 11:59 pm.  County Attorney Fleming addressed concerns regarding retail establishments, indoor/outdoor gatherings to include funerals, and the acceptable operations of restaurants.  Attorney Fleming also discussed details of setting curfew for those individuals aged 17 and under.  Commissioner Nix motioned to approve the Resolution as written with Commissioner Abrams seconding.  Motion passed 5-0.

The Commission then considered the Adoption of the Revised Pandemic Flu Leave Policy.  The revised policy is now compliant with Federal Guidelines regarding appropriate sick leave.  Commissioner Nix motioned to adopt the revised policy and Commissioner Abrams seconded.  Motion passed 5-0.

Tiffany Varnadoe updated the Commission on Burke Medical Center.  Ms. Varnadoe stated they currently have ample supplies and have received some from the State Stockpile.  She stated they have implemented some policy changes concerning entry to the hospital and visitation.

Gina Richard with Burke County Health Department stated they have been performing around the clock contact investigations and working with local businesses to ensure proper protocol is being followed.  Ms. Richardson stated there are now 11 confirmed positive cases in the County.

Chief Sanders, Burke County EMA, provided an update via email stating all agencies seem to be working together and that the EMA has seen an increase in response calls.  He went on to dispel rumors concerning positive cases within his department.

Prior to adjourning, Chief Blanchard, Burke County Sheriff’s Office, requested language be in place in the Emergency Resolution to enable the Sheriff’s Office to act concerning gatherings, curfew, etc.  

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 2:35 pm.
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
