FINANCE COMMITTEE

April 15, 2020

The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, April 15, 2020 at 3:00 p.m. in the Training Room.  The meeting was called to order by Lucious Abrams. Other Committee members present were Commissioners Evans Martin and George Deloach.  Also, in attendance were Adam Flakes, Assistant County Manager and Merv Waldrop, County Manager.  

The bid for the Concession Building Concrete Apron pour was awarded.  Bids are as follows:

Loren Barnhart stated CCI met all specs.  They will only need to submit their signed affidavit and register as a vendor.  Mr. Deloach motioned to accept the bid from CCI and Mr. Martin seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.

The sole bid for the Concession Building Millwork was then awarded to Augusta Sash and Door in the amount of $ 25, 959.00.  Per Loren Barnhardt all specs are met.  Mr. Martin motioned to accept the bid from Augusta Sash and Door with Mr. Deloach seconding.  Motion passed 3-0.

Next on the agenda was the Committee’s consideration of contract change to finish the Transfer Station repairs.  The County was waiting on the EPD permit to be approved and in the interim, costs with the current contractor increased $80,410.00.  Per the current vendor, they will reimburse the County should they be able to secure a lesser cost. Mr. Martin motioned to approve the contract change to finish the repairs and requested Ben Carter, County Architect, to have the current vendor contact other erectors in hopes to reduce the cost.  Mr. Deloach seconded and it passed 3-0.

The Committee then considered a price increase for S & S Distributors for brown paper towels.  The increased price is still lower than the next lowest bid received.  Mr. Martin motioned to approve the price increase with Mr. Deloach seconding.  Motion passed 3-0.

Next, the Committee considered the approval of issuing a PO for the hauling of rock by Lovett Trucking.  Several questions were posed:  1.) Should the Board approve the hauling of rock?  2.) Should a PO have been obtained first? and 3.) Should the County bid hauling once per year?  Mr. Martin motioned to approve issuing a PO for the Lovett Trucking invoice and Mr. Deloach made the second.  Motion passed 3-0 and it was decided that a hauling services should be bid out yearly.

The next item was to approve a PO for Wingfoot Tires.  According to Josh Quick, Road Department, the County is receiving government-based pricing per year which is set in April.  Mr. Martin stressed the need to be shopping for the best prices.  Mr. Quick is to work up specifications in order to place tires out for bid.  Mr. Martin motioned to approve the PO for now and Mr. Deloach seconded.  Passed 3-0.

The final item on the agenda for the Committee was to review and sign invoices for the month of March.   All invoices were approved by the Committee.
