May 13, 2020

The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, May 13, 2020 at 4:00 p.m. in the Training Room via Facebook Live.  The meeting was called to order by Lucious Abrams. Other Committee members present were Commissioners Evans Martin and George Deloach.  Also, in attendance were Commissioner Tommy Nix, Adam Flakes, Assistant County Manager and Merv Waldrop, County Manager.  

The bid for the Citizens Park / Library Playground Equipment was awarded.  Bids were as follows:

[bookmark: _GoBack]This is a joint project between the Recreation Department and the Library.  Rolene Rowell, Recreation Director, recommended accepting the bid from Halsey (aka Miracle) Recreation.  She stated the bid from Swartz Associates was the low bid, however, their proposal wouldn’t accommodate as many children.  Mr. Martin motioned to accept the bid from Halsey Recreation with Mr. Deloach making the second.  Motion passed 3-0.

The bid for the Utility Van for the Recreation Department was then discussed.  The sole bid was from Mizell Ford, offering two options.  Option 1 is a 2021 model priced at $23,769.00.  Option 2 is a 2020 model priced at $22,485.00.  Ms. Rowell stated both models meet required specs.  Mr. Deloach motioned to accept the 2020 model van and Mr. Martin seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.

The next item on the agenda was awarding the bid for a small transit bus for the recreation department.  The sole bidder was Yancey Bus Sales, offering the four options below.

 Mr. Waldrop stated Ms. Rowell would like to withdraw the request and possibly revisit in a different fiscal year.

The bid for the 4 x 4 pickup truck for the Recreation Department was then awarded.  The sole bid was from Mizell Ford for $27,994.00.  Ms. Rowell stated this truck met required specs.  Mr. Martin motioned to award the bid to Mizell Ford, and Mr. Deloach seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.

The bid was then awarded for the 2020 LMIG resurfacing project.  Bids were as follows:

Mr. Waldrop informed the Committee he had received two additional bids that had been postmarked before the May 12, 2020 cut off and inquired if the Committee would accept the bids.  The Committee agreed to accept the additional bids as they were postmarked on time.  The bids were:

Mr. Waldrop informed the Committee the budgeted amount for this project was $60,500.00 and stated the County may be able to receive additional funding from the State Library Association.  Mr. Martin motioned to accept the bid from MMI Construction contingent upon whether additional funding is obtained.  Mr. Deloach seconded the motion and it passed 3-0.
