The Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Monday, May 18, 2020 at 5:00 p.m. in the Commissioners Training Room via Facebook Live.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Terri Lodge Kelly.  Commissioners Lucious Abrams, Jr., George Deloach, Evans Martin, and Tommy Nix were present.  Also, in attendance was Merv Waldrop, County Manager.  
The sole item on the agenda was to review and discuss bids submitted for both the EOC / 911 Judicial Center and Free-Standing building.  The bids submitted for the projects are below:

Ben Carter, Architect, stated he and Mr. Waldrop researched RCN Contracting Corp, the low bidder for the Judicial Center (basement) option and received good reviews and would recommend.  Sunbelt Builders was the low bid for the free-standing option and Mr. Carter stated he would also recommend them, should the Commissioners decide on the free-standing building.  Mr. Carter advised the Commissioners the prices do not reflect a furniture, audio/visual equipment cost or the Motorola equipment.
Chief Sanders voiced his concerns with the Judicial Center option not being large enough to house both an EOC and 911 center.  He stated this option, in his opinion, would be fine for a dispatch center.  He states the free-standing building would be a more credible center to house all needed departments with adequate space to serve the County for the next several decades.  Discussion was then held on the code requirements needed for such facility and the abilities to accommodate further expansion, as well as how the space would be utilized in the Judicial Center.
Manager Waldrop advised the Commissioners of the amounts currently invested in the free-standing project area and the SPLOST funds available for the EOC / 911 project.  
Commissioner Nix motioned to accept the bid from RCN Contracting Corp for the Judicial Center (basement) option and Commissioner Deloach seconded.  Motion passed unanimously. 
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 5:45 p.m.
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
