BURKE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

REGULAR MEETING 

June 9, 2020

The Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Tuesday, June 9, 2020 at 6:00 PM in the Commissioners Meeting Room at the Burke County Courthouse.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Terri Lodge Kelly.  Commissioners Abrams, Deloach, Nix and Martin along with County Attorney, Barry Fleming and County Manager Merv Waldrop were also in attendance.

The County Manager gave the invocation for the meeting and Commissioner Deloach led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance to the United States Flag.

Manager Waldrop informed the Commissioners the Bid Opening for the Uniform Contract was mistakenly placed on June’s agenda.  This item will be brought before them at the July meeting.

Commissioner Nix motioned for approval of the minutes from the May 12th, 13th, 18th, 27th and June 3rd, 2020 meetings and Commissioner Abrams seconded for approval and motion was passed unanimously.

Submitted bids for the Senior Center Renovation Project were then opened.  They are as follows:

Bids were given to the County Architect to review and make certain all met spec.  Commissioner Martin requested references be received on the lowest 3 bidders.   Bids were then referred to the Finance Committee for review.

A Request to Rezone parcel 139-013A from R1 to A1 was then considered.  Michael Dixon exchanged property with Jimmy Mullins to even up their property lines.  The property this parcel is being added to is currently zoned Agriculture.  The Planning Commission has approved the request.  Commissioner Nix motioned to approve the rezoning and Commissioner Abrams seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

The second Request to Rezone came from Freddie Taylor.  The parcel in question is 062-141 and Mr. Taylor would like to rezone from A1 to R1 in order to subdivide it into residential lots.  Per Manger Waldrop the character of the neighborhood is residential, and the Planning Commission had no opposition.  Commissioner Martin motioned to approve the rezoning and Commissioner Deloach seconded.  Motion passed 5-0.

The Board then considered a request for a Class B (Beer & Wine) License for Hueng Woo Lee for the C&S General Store located at 3193 Farmers Bridge Road.  The location meets all ordinance requirements and Mr. Lee’s background check is clear.  Commissioner Abrams motioned to approve the request for the Class B license with Mr. Deloach seconding.  Motion passed 5-0.
Next, the Commissioners needed to approve the contract with RCN Contracting for the EOC/911 Judicial Center project.  The County Architect and Manager Waldrop reviewed the contract and RCN has provided performance bonds.  Mr. Nix motioned to approve the $821,910.00 contract and Mr. Martin seconded the motion.   Motion passed 5-0.

The Commissioners then needed to approve the contract with MMI Construction for the Library Kitchen project.  The County Architect and Manager Waldrop reviewed the contract and MMI has begun work based on the award of bid.  Mr. Abrams motioned to approve the contract and Mr. Nix seconded.  Motion passed 5-0.

Next, the Commissioners needed to approve the contract with Reeves Construction for the 2020 LMIG Resurfacing Project.  Commissioner Martin motioned to approve the contract with Reeves Construction and Mr. Nix seconded.  Motion passed 5-0.

Then, the contract for the 2020 Asphalt Overlay project with Reeves Construction needed approval.  This project includes Cates Mead Road and Winter Road.  There will be a supplemental contract to add Pebble Road when a quote is received from Reeves.  Mr. Martin motioned to approve the contract with Mr. Abrams seconding.  Motion passed 5-0.

Commissioners then approved the contract with Maes Awyer for Airport Consulting Services with Mr. Nix motioning for approval and Mr. Abrams seconding.  Motion passed 5-0.

Next, the Commissioners considered the approval of a Task Order for a Site Suitability Assessment for EPD Permit from Atlas Engineering for a new C&D Landfill.    This would be the next step required should the County wish to open a new C&D Landfill. Approximate cost of the study is $40,119.85.  Commissioner Abrams stated the C&D Landfill would be good for the growth of Burke County.  Commissioner Nix stated he was not in favor of the C&D Landfill, however stated he would like to see the results and cost estimates from the Assessment.  Commissioner Abrams motioned to approve the Task Order with Atlas Engineering and Commissioner Martin seconded.  Motion passed 5-0.

The Commissioners then needed to approve a budget amendment for a local donation made to the Sheriff’s Office for equipment purchase.  Mr. Nix motioned to approve the budget amendment with Mr. Abrams seconding.  Motion passed 5-0.

Next, the City of Waynesboro, Downtown Development Authority requested a donation from the Commission to assist with funding this year’s fireworks display.  Commissioner Martin stated he did not feel comfortable using taxpayer money for this and Mr. Abrams stated he felt the taxpayers enjoy the fireworks display every year and would approve of the donation.  Commissioner Nix motioned to donate $1,000.00 to the DDA for the fireworks display and Commissioner Deloach seconded.  Motion passed 4-1, with Commissioner Martin voting against it.

The Commissioners then considered the approval of the contract with DOT for CARES Act funds for Burke Transit.  The County is set to receive $395,572.00 to assist with covering operating expenses for its rural transit system. Commissioner Nix motioned to approve the contract and Commissioner Martin seconded.  Motion passed 5-0.

Next, the Commissioners considered the adoption of a Resolution authoring staff to apply for CARES Act Funds for the airport in the amount of $20.000.00.  The DOT oversees administering these funds and is requesting the Board to approve a Resolution to apply for the funds and authorizing the Chairman to execute any contracts with DOT related to the funds.  Funds must be used for operation and maintenance of the airport.  Commissioner Deloach motioned to adopt the Resolution and Commissioner Nix seconded.  Motion passed 5-0.

The Board then reviewed the adoption of a Resolution authorizing staff to apply for reimbursement of Cleanup Costs at the landfill.  Testing and monitoring costs of approximately $161,500.00 are eligible for reimbursement through a Hazardous Waste Cleanup Trust Fund.  Commissioner Martin motioned to adopt the Resolution and Commissioner Abrams seconded.   Motion passed 5-0.

Next, the Board needed to consider the appointment to fill an expiring term on the Regional Department of Behavioral and Developmental Disabilities Board.  Ms. Natalie Herrington will complete her first term at the end of June and has indicated she is more then interested in being reappointed the position.  Mr. Abrams motioned to reappoint Ms. Herrington to the Regional DBHDD Board and Mr. Deloach seconded.  Motion passed 5-0.

Loren Barnhart submitted a request to fill a vacant custodian position.  Mr. Abrams motioned to allow Mr. Barnhart to post the vacancy and Mr. Nix seconded.   Motion passed 5-0.

Rolene Rowell, Recreation Director, updated the Board on the reopening of recreational services according to CDC guidelines.  She stated hopefully by July 1, 2020 all areas will be open and functioning.   Ms. Rowell stated she is very pleased with the Summer Camp In A Box program and that they are reaching approximately 500 children per week.

Judy Allen, Landfill Director, stated the expansion of the transfer station started and should take approximately three months to complete.

Manager Waldrop then gave an update to the Board from Gina Richardson, Health Department.  Burke County is holding at 119 Covid-19 cases with 6 deaths.  Ms. Richardson has been out of town assisting other counties with testing.

Tiffany Varnadoe updated on the status of Burke County Medical Center.  She stated all services at the Medical Center are beginning to increase, including ER, clinics, inpatient and outpatient services.  They are looking to reopen the cafeteria to the public for takeout service only and reopen the gift shop towards the end of June.  The front entrance will also be opening with continued screenings per CDC guidelines for visitors.   The Medical Center’s air conditioning issues are being resolved with the repair and installation of new units.

Chief Sanders, EMA, updated they continue to very conscious “in-house” with employees and Covid-19.  They have had no employees positive for the virus.

The Board then held a brief discussion with Attorney Fleming in regard to the Cobb Road property acquisition.

Discussion amongst the Board ensued in reference to contacting Norfolk Southern, DOT, or GIE to discuss the closing of crossings. Mr. Waldrop stated he would attempt to set up a meeting with GIE or DOT.


Being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 7:30 PM.
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
