BURKE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

FINANCE COMMITTEE

August  12, 2020

The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, August 12, 2020 at 3:00 p.m. in the Training Room.  The meeting was called to order by Lucious Abrams. Other Committee members present were Commissioners Evans Martin and George Deloach.  Also, in attendance were Adam Flakes, Assistant County Manager and Merv Waldrop, County Manager.  

The sole bid for the Elevated Scraper Pan was received from Yancey Brothers in the amount of $788,363.00.  Dale Gingery, Road Department, stated the bid met spec and Yancey offered an exceptional warranty.  Manager Waldrop stated this purchase is in the 2021 fiscal year budget under TSPLOST and the PO would not be issued until closer to September.  Mr. Deloach motioned to accept the bid from Yancey with Mr. Abrams seconding.  Mr. Martin was opposed.  Motion passed 2-1.  Mr. Jesse Burke stated Yancey had an Elevated Scraper Pan that could be delivered within 30 days.  Mr. Waldrop stated a budget amendment would be needed to accommodate an early purchase.

The bids for the inmate medical services contract were then discussed and reviewed.  Bids were as follows:

Major Huffman, Burke County Sheriff’s Office, stated the bid from Southern Correctional Medical met all specs and are a reputable company.  The bid also includes a Formulary list (tier one drugs).  Major Huffman broke down the additional costs associated with each bid and recommended acceptance of the Southern Correctional Medical contract.  Mr. Martin motioned to accept the bid from Southern Correctional Medical and Mr. Deloach seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.

There was only one bid submitted for the Animal Shelter kennels from MMI Construction in the amount of $243,000.00.  Chad Parrish, Animal Control, stated the bid met spec and included the kennel brand that will meet requirements.  Mr. Parrish stated if these kennels are properly cared for, they should have an approximate life span of 10 plus years and explained to the Committee how the kennels will operate and approximate number of animals that will be able to house.  Mr. Deloach motioned to accept the bid from MMI Construction and Mr. Abrams seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.

The sole bid for the Animal Shelter fencing was then discussed.  The bid was again from MMI Construction in the amount of $38,600.00.  Mr. Parrish stated this price also includes the electrical system needed for the sally port.  Mr. Martin motioned to accept the MMI Construction bid and Mr. Deloach seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.   

Mr. Martin inquired of Mr. Parrish if contact was made with any fencing companies directly to bid.  Mr. Martin stated department heads need to start touching base and recruiting businesses to bid for County projects in order to obtain several bids.  Mr. Parrish stated he was under the assumption on certain bids that contact could not be made with vendors.  It was explained that contact could, in fact, be made.  The vendor would have to submit a sealed bid.

The Committee then discussed the authorizing of the swapping of a bus for community Service workers with the Board of Education.  Manager Waldrop stated Danny Meeks had worked out the swap of the County’s 1997 bus for the 2000 BOE bus.  Mr. Deloach motioned to approve the exchange of busses and Mr. Martin seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.

The final item on the agenda for the Committee was to review and sign invoices for the month of July.  All invoices were approved by the Committee.
