BURKE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

REGULAR MEETING 

September 8th, 2020

The Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Tuesday, September 8th, 2020 at 6:00 PM in the Commissioners Training Room at the Burke County Courthouse.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Terri Lodge Kelly.  Commissioners Abrams, Deloach, Nix and Martin along with County Attorney, Barry Fleming and County Manager Merv Waldrop were also in attendance.

The County Manager gave the invocation for the meeting and Commissioner Deloach led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance to the United States Flag.

Commissioner Nix motioned for approval of the minutes from the August 11th, 12th and September 2nd, 2020 meetings and Commissioner Abrams seconded for approval and motion was passed unanimously.

Chairman Kelly introduced a letter from Sheriff Williams regarding his fiscal year 2021 budget. Sheriff Williams requested that the letter be included with the minutes from this meeting. No further discussion was hand.

The Board then considered a request from Noah’s Arc Baptist Church to rezone Parcel 032-017B from R1 to A1 to construct a cell tower.  The Planning Commission has recommended approval.  Commissioner Abrams motioned to approve the rezoning with Commissioner Deloach seconding.  Motion passed 5-0.

Next, the Board considered a request from Garrett & Latrice Green to rezone Parcel 107-052B & 052L from R1 to A1 to construct an RV park.  The Planning Commission has recommended approval.  Commissioner Nix motioned to approve the rezoning with Commissioner Martin seconding.  Motion passed 5-0.

Next, the Board considered a request from Shiva Vuppula to rezone a portion of Parcel 119-061B from CG (general commercial) to R1 to allow them to install two trailers behind the store. Mr. Vuppula would like to keep the store zoned commercial but split off 2.87 acres on the side and rear for residential. The Planning Commission has recommended not to change the zoning on this parcel.  Commissioner Martin motioned to deny the rezoning with Commissioner Deloach seconding.  Motion passed 5-0.

Next, the Board considered a request from Nicholas Burton for a Class B (Beer & Wine) license for Avery’s in Alexander (4464 highway 24 South). Applicant and said location met all requirements and there has been no opposition.  Commissioner Nix motioned to approve the Class B license and Commissioner Abrams seconded.  Motion passed 5-0.

The Board then held its first reading of Ordinance 20-02- Revision of Policy on Delinquent Alcohol Licenses.  Said Ordinance places a 10% penalty per year if a license is paid after the deadline. It also provides that all past due fees be paid and sets the time for renewal at December 1st thru December 31st each year. Commissioner Abrams motioned to approve the Ordinance with Commissioner Nix seconding.  Motion passed 5-0.

The Burke County Library has requested permission to fill two vacant part time Library Assistant I positions.  Salary for these positions are in the budget.  Commissioner Nix motioned to fill the vacant positions and Commissioner Abrams seconded.  Motion passed 5-0.

Next the Board considered renewing the Mutual Aid Agreement with the City of Swainsboro which has been around for several decades. The agreement is specifically for aid in firefighting services. Both the County and Swainsboro agree to assist each other when called upon if resources are available. Neither entity will chare the other for assistance. Chief Sanders has reviewed the agreement and has no opposition. Commissioner Deloach motioned to approve the agreement and Commissioner Martin seconded. Motion passed 5-0.

Next, the Board discussed designating a voting delegate for the ACCG policy agenda business session. Commissioner Abrams motioned for County Manager Merv Waldrop to remain in this role and was seconded by Commissioner Martin. Motion passed 5-0.

Mr. Abrams then asked for an update regarding Cobb Road. Assistant County Manger Adam Flakes stated that he would reach out to Mr. Bargeoen on Wednesday morning to see where his office was at regarding the survey and provide an update at the Finance Committee meeting on Wednesday.

[bookmark: _GoBack]David Buendia then addressed the Board in reference to the condition of Lazy Acres.  Mr. Buendia provided information to the Board regarding its condition. After discussion from several Board members and residents, Mr. Martin stated that a 60’ right of way would likely be needed in order to adequately address the drainage issues. Public works Director, Jesse Burke, stated that his department would begin getting right of way deeds together. 


Being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 7:20 PM.
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
