FINANCE COMMITTEE

April 15, 2015
The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, April 15, 2015 at 3:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Lucious Abrams.  Others present were Commissioners Allen DeLaigle and George Deloach.  Also in attendance were Facility Maintenance Director, Loren Barnhart and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  
The Committee discussed the bids for renovations and painting at the Courthouse.  The only bid was from John W. Spratlin & Son at $123,900.00.  The Committee discussed rebidding and trying to let local contractors know about the jobs that are available.  However, they decided that adequate notice was given and didn’t want to hurt the contractor who did turn in a bid.  Mr. Deloach moved to award the project to Spratlin Construction.  Mr. DeLaigle seconded the motion and it carried with all in favor.
Next the Committee considered the bids for renovations at the Recreation Department Headquarters.  John W. Spratlin and Son gave the only bid on this project.  It was $169,600.  Mr. Deloach made a motion to award the project to Spratlin.  Mr. DeLaigle gave the second and the motion passed 3 to 0.  

The next item of business was to review the bids for a drainage project at the Recreation Department.  There were two bids on this work.  Murphey Construction bid $84,482.31 and Ag Land Services bid $92,585.00.  It was noted that the local contractor was more than 1% higher than the low bid.  Mr. Deloach moved to award the work to Murphey Construction.  Mr. DeLaigle offered the second and the motion was approved unanimously.

After that the Committee discussed the bids for the replacement of the roof at the Development Authority Building.  On this project there were two bids which were as follows:

Southeast Roofing Solutions

$25,550 with gutters at $600 more.

Thomson Roofing


$24,847 with gutters at $450 more.

Mr. Deloach made the motion to award the job to Thomson Roofing.  Mr. DeLaigle then seconded the motion which was approved by a margin of 3 to 0.  

The only other item of business was to review and sign the invoices for the month March.  All invoices were approved by the Committee for payment.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 4:20 p.m.
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
