The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, June 10, 2015 at 3:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Meeting Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Lucious Abrams.  Others present were Commissioners Allen DeLaigle and George Deloach.  Also in attendance were Public Works Director, Jesse Burke, Road Superintendent, Paul Burke and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  
The Committee discussed the bids for paving of roads by the County this summer the LMIG program.  Three bids were received by the Commissioners at the meeting on Tuesday night.  They ran as follows:

After discussing the options, Mr. Deloach moved to award the bid to Reeves Construction for the upcoming paving season.  Mr. DeLaigle seconded the motion and it carried 3 to 0.

Next the Committee considered the whether or not to bid out our Property Casualty Insurance.  The Administrator explained that the County’s insurance agent, Sidney Cox would seek quotes to compare to our renewal each year.  In this way we were getting competition and lower cost on our insurance.  However there have been requests from some insurance agents to bid on the County’s Property and Casualty business.  Also the ACCG Insurance Program has expressed interest in giving us a quote as well.  The Committee discussed this issue and came to a consensus that we would request a quote from the ACCG and let Mr. Cox seek quotes on our behalf as well.  
The only other item of business was to review and sign the invoices for the month May.  All invoices were approved by the Committee for payment.
