The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, September 9, 2015 at 3:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Lucious Abrams.  Others present were Commissioners Allen DeLaigle and George Deloach.  Also in attendance were Public Works Director Jesse Burke; Finance Director, Michael Wiseman; Insurance Broker, Sidney Cox and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  
The Committee first reviewed the bids for chemicals for right of way weed and grass control.  The bid results are as follows:

It was noted that AGRI-AFC’s bid was received the day after the bids were open, last night.  The consensus was to not accept their bid or even open it since they missed the deadline.  The prices given by Helena were the lowest bids, they meet the specs and they are a local vendor.  Mr. Deloach moved to award the bid to Helena Chemical.  Mr. DeLaigle seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
Next the Mr. Burke pointed out to the Committee that the pickup truck ordered from Mizell Ford in November had not come in and he was concerned about how it would affect his budget.  He was also frustrated that the local Ford dealer could not deliver a simple pick-up truck in over 10 months.  The Commissioners asked the Administrator to call Mr. Mizell to see what the problem is and express their concern.  
Mr. Burke asked about replacing the garbage truck that was lost in a fire.  The Administrator noted that a new truck was in the FY 16 budget and they could get bid specs prepared and advertise for a bid opening at the October meeting.

After that the committee reviewed the County’s Property and Casualty Insurance renewal.  The Commissioners elected to take a quote from ACCG and compare it to the renewal from the Cox Insurance Agency.   The quotes were received at the regular meeting on Tuesday night and are listed here:

Mr. Cox explained that there were a number of gaps in the ACCG coverage and presented a copy of another county’s policy that listed the exclusions.  He also noted that the Travelers Insurance company had agreed to reduce their premium to $323,058.  Mr. Cox also pointed out that the ACCG’s latest financial statement showed them in a negative position.  Mr. Deloach stated that due to the ACCG having a negative financial position and not having comparable coverage, he moved to award the insurance bid to Cox Insurance and the Travelers at $323,058.  Mr. DeLaigle seconded the motion and it passed 3 to 0.  The Administrator noted that this exercise had helped reduce our premium by nearly $55,000 this year compared to last year.   
The only other item of business was to review and sign the invoices for the month August.  All invoices were approved by the Committee for payment.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 5:15 p.m.
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
