May 11, 2016
The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, May 11, 2016 at 3:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Lucious Abrams.  Others present were Commissioners Allen DeLaigle and George Deloach.  Also in attendance were Facility Maintenance Director Loren Barnhart; Public Works Director, Jesse Burke; the County’s Insurance Broker, Charlie Story and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  
The Committee first considered the bids for the restroom renovation project at the Public Works headquarters.  There were two bids submitted on this work.  They are as follows:




CMI – Darrell Tucker - $151.562




Hege Buildings, Inc.
- $229,600

Mr. DeLaigle moved to award the bid to Contact Management, Inc at $151,562.  Mr. Deloach gave the second and the motion carried unanimously.  

Next the Commissioners reviewed the renewal quote from Blue Cross and Blue Shield through the ACCG.  Our initial renewal was a 13% increase but we were able to get them to come down to 8% this year, stated Charlie Story.  He added that we have had some high claims this year but we are still an account that they want in the pool with the other counties.  The Committee discussed our options but the consensus was to stay with the current benefits and take the 8% rise in the premiums.  Mr. DeLaigle moved to accept the renewal rates from Blue Cross/Blue Shield.  Mr. Deloach seconded the motion.  It was approved on a vote of 3 to 0.  
The only other item of business was to review and sign the invoices for the month April.  All invoices were approved by the Committee for payment.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 4:26 p.m.
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
