The Finance Committee of the Burke County Board of Commissioners met on Wednesday, August 10, 2016 at 3:00 p.m. at the Commissioners Conference Room. The meeting was called to order by Committee Chairman Lucious Abrams.  Others present were Commissioners Wayne Crockett, George Deloach and Terry Kelly.  Also in attendance was ACCG Executive Director, Ross King and County Administrator, Merv Waldrop.  
First, Ross King, Executive Director of the Association County Commissioners of Georgia came before the Board to present a check for $93,400 as a refund of workers compensation premiums and accumulated earnings in the workers comp claims pool over the years.  He thanked the Board for their consistent support of ACCG through the years and then presented Chairman Crockett with the check.  Chairman Crockett excused himself and left the Committee members to conduct their other business.
After that, the Committee opened bids for a new banking account for the Victim’s Assistance Fund.  The Fund is currently using a bank account at Regions Bank that has announced it will be closing its Waynesboro office soon.  The staff for the program wanted to use a local bank for their activity.  The Administrator opened the bids from two banks.  Their proposals are listed below:
